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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Petition for Waiver/Variance of Regulated Intrastate Carrier Rules filed on April 12, 2018 by Stage Coach Luxury Limousine Inc. (Petitioner).

2. Petitioner requests a waiver from Rule 6305(b) of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-6.
3. The vehicle for which a waiver is requested is a 2007 Lincoln Town Car, 
VIN No. 1L1FM88W57Y636038. The waiver is requested from July 1, 2018 through July 1, 2019.
4. The Commission noticed this petition to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on April 16, 2018.

5. No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in this proceeding has been filed.  This proceeding is therefore uncontested.  Pursuant to § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., this matter may be determined without a hearing.

6. In accordance with Rule 1003 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 
723-1, the Commission may grant waivers from Commission rules for good cause. In making a determination, the Commission may take into account, but is not limited to, considerations of hardship, equity, or more effective implementation of overall policy on an individual basis.
7. Rule 6305(b), 4 CCR 723-6, states that “Age of Motor Vehicles.  Except for luxury limousines covered under subparagraph 6308(a)(IV), luxury limousine carriers shall not use vehicles older than ten model years as of July 1 of each year.”

8. On July 1, 2017, the 2007 Lincoln Town Car is 11 model years old, however, the Petitioner was granted a previous waiver until July 1, 2018.
  Unless Petitioner is granted another waiver from Rule 6305(b) for the vehicle, it may not provide transportation service with it after July 1, 2018.

9. Petitioner currently holds a permit from the Commission to operate as a luxury limousine carrier, Permit No. LL-740. In support of the waiver, when identifying the reason for the petition, the Petitioner states: “[For] the last 3 years - I was a full-time care giver in New Hampshire.  I am back now full-time in Colorado.  Last year I was granted a waiver for this vehicle for 1 year.  The mileage was 129,250 [and is] now [at] 135,213. Only 5,963 miles in one year.  The hardship is [in] replacing this limo with low-miles equity.”

10. Petitioner submitted six photographs of the vehicle’s interior and exterior and an Annual Vehicle Inspection Form (dated April 4, 2018).  The photographs confirm the Lincoln Town Car is a large stretch type of limousine with an elaborate interior.  

11. The information submitted by the Petitioner does support the granting of this waiver for this vehicle.  Therefore, the Commission finds that good cause has been shown by the Petitioner to waive the safety requirements of 4 CCR 723-6.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The petition of Stage Coach Luxury Limousine Inc. for a waiver from Rule 6305(b) of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6, is granted.

2. Stage Coach Luxury Limousine Inc. shall keep a copy of this Decision in the 2007 Lincoln Town Car named in this petition.  Stage Coach Luxury Limousine Inc. shall ensure that this Decision is provided immediately upon request by any Commission enforcement official.

3. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Decision.

4. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
