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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a filing by helpinghands med trans (HMT) on May 18, 2018, indicating there was no lapse in insurance coverage and requesting the Commission reinstate Contract Carrier Permit No. B-10087 and Medicaid Client Transport Permit No. MCT-0037 (Motion). Consistent with the discussion below, we grant the Motion and modify Decision No. R18-0139 such that Permit Nos. B-10087 and MCT-0037 are reinstated, nunc pro tunc from February 17, 2018. 

B. Findings

2. Pursuant to Permit Nos. B-10087 and MCT-0037, HMT may provide, services, including motor vehicle carrier of passengers, subject to certain restrictions. 
3. Pursuant to § 40-10.1-107, C.R.S., and the rules and regulations of the Commission, every motor vehicle carrier of passengers must keep and maintain evidence of financial responsibility on file with the Commission and in such form as the Commission deems necessary. 

4. HMT’s insurer filed a Form K (cancellation of insurance) with the Commission which indicated that the insurance would cease on January 12, 2018.  The Commission issued HMT an Order of Summary Suspension and Complaint and notice of Hearing for failure to keep a currently effective Certificate of Insurance on file with the Commission on February 1, 2018.

5. Following a hearing held on February 22, 2018, the assigned Administrative Law Judge issued Recommended Decision No. R18-0139, which found that HMT’s authorities should be revoked for failure to maintain proof of financial responsibility.  Recommended Decision No. R18-0139 was mailed on February 23, 2018, and became a decision of the Commission on March 26, 2018.

6. HMT made a filing on May 18, 2018, requesting that Permit Nos. B-10087 and MCT-0037 not be revoked. Included were written materials from HMT’s insurance company indicating that insurance was in effect with no lapse of insurance coverage.

C. Conclusions

7. Under § 40-6-112(1), C.R.S., “[t]he commission, at any time upon notice to the public utility affected … may rescind, alter, or amend any decision made by it.  Any decision rescinding, altering, or amending a prior decision, when served upon the public utility affected, shall have the same effect as original decisions.”

8. The Commission has considered the request to reinstate HMT’s Permit 
Nos. B-10087 and MCT-0037, under § 40-6-112(1), C.R.S., and finds that good cause exists to grant the request and revise Decision No. R18-0139 and reinstate B-10087 and MCT-0037.  Permit Nos. B-10087 and MCT-0037 are reinstated, nunc pro tunc from February 17, 2018.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The request filed May 18, 2018, by helpinghands med trans seeking to reinstate Contract Carrier Permit No. B-10087 and Medicaid Client Transport Permit No. MCT-0037 is granted, consistent with the discussion above.  

2. Pursuant to § 40-6-112(1), C.R.S., Decision No. R18-0139 is amended to remove Contract Carrier Permit No. B-10087 and Medicaid Client Transport Permit No. MCT-0037 from the list of revoked authorities and permits.

3. Contract Carrier Permit No. B-10087 and Medicaid Client Transport Permit No. MCT-0037, are not revoked and are reinstated, nunc pro tunc, from February 17, 2018. 

4. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114, C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration begins on the first day following the effective date of this Decision.
