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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions
1. On August 17, 2018, Public Service Company of Colorado (PSCo) and 
SunE W12DG-A, LLC (the project entity) filed this joint petition seeking a waiver of Rule 3658(f)(XII) of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Electric Utilities, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-3-3658(f)(XII), so that the Project Entity can relocate a solar photovoltaic system in the City of Lafayette.

2. In 2011, through a third party developer, SunEdison, the City of Lafayette installed the system in question, a 61.1 kW on-site solar array, at city hall.  The system was owned by the project entity, which in turn was owned by SunEdison, until Longroad Solar Portfolio Holdings, LLC purchased it in 2017.

3. In 2015, the city approved development of a 208-unit apartment complex.  Part of the city hall system is on land that is now needed to enter and leave the complex.  As a result, the city has asked the project entity to move the system from 1290 South Public Road (city hall) to 3883 North 107th Street (the city’s wastewater treatment facility).  Both locations are in Lafayette and are served by PSCo.  PSCo asserts that the new location is acceptable.

4. In support of their waiver request, the petitioners assert that moving the system will effectively implement the city’s renewable energy goals and PSCo’s renewable energy portfolio.  We agree.  Additionally, granting the waiver will allow Lafayette to develop its land to add housing, and such development is in the public interest.  

5. We note that allowing this waiver is consistent with the overall intent of Rule 3658.  

6. Therefore, we find that good cause exists to grant a partial waiver of Rule 3658(f)(XII).  The rule’s prohibition on relocating the system is waived for the sole purpose of relocating the system from Lafayette’s city hall to its wastewater treatment facility.  This waiver does not permit the system to be relocated to any other location.

7. We also conclude that the requirements in Rule 3658(f)(VII)(C)(i-v) shall govern this relocation.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The joint petition filed by Public Service Company of Colorado and 
SunE W12DG-A, LLC on August 17, 2018 is granted consistent with the discussion above.

2. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114, C.R.S. 2017, within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration, begins on the first day following the effective date of this Decision.
