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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On June 27, 2018, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) filed an Application to Extend its Pipeline System Integrity Adjustment (PSIA) through 2020, and to terminate it no later than 2024 (Application).
2. On October 1, 2018, Public Service filed a Settlement Agreement (Settlement) on the Extension of the Pipeline System Integrity Adjustment it has reached with Commission Staff (Staff) and the Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC).  The Company also filed an Unopposed Motion for Approval of Settlement Agreement without Modification and to Suspend Procedural Schedule (Motion).  

3. This Decision vacates the filing deadlines set forth in Decision No. 
C18-0688-I but retains the previously scheduled hearing date of October 29, 2018.   Further procedures, as necessary, will be addressed by separate decision.
B. Discussion

4. In the Application, Public Service proposes to extend the PSIA rider for two years from the current sunset date of December 31, 2018 through December 31, 2020.  The Company proposes to terminate the PSIA no later than December 31, 2024, when capital investments for pipeline integrity improvements are anticipated to fall to a level where they no longer require a special recovery mechanism such as the PSIA.  In addition, the Company proposes that the extended rider contain only the capital costs for existing PSIA Programs and Projects, excluding the potential capital effects of the upcoming Pipeline and Hazardous Materials Safety Administration Transmission Rule. The PSIA will be limited to existing Programs and Projects, and will also exclude all Operation and Maintenance costs.  At the time of the filing of the Application, the Company requested a Commission ruling no later than November 15, 2018.

5. By Decision No. C18-0631-I, we deemed the Application complete and set the Application for hearing before the Commission en banc.  Staff and the OCC are parties in this Proceeding.  
6. By Decision No. C18-0688-I, we established a procedural schedule with filing deadlines and an evidentiary hearing scheduled on October 29, 2018.  We set October 3, 2018 as the deadline for the filing of Answer Testimony, October 18, 2018 as the deadline for the filing of Rebuttal Testimony and Cross-Answer Testimony, October 23, 2018 as the deadline for the filing of any prehearing motions or settlement agreements, October 24, 2018 as the deadline for the filing of a matrix of witness appearances and cross-examination times, and November 8, 2018 as the deadline for the filing of final statements of position. 
7. In the Motion, Public Service states that the Settling Parties move the Commission to suspend the procedural schedule approved for this Proceeding in Decision No. C18-0688-I because the Settlement represents a global resolution of this matter and there is no opposition to the Settlement.
8. The Setting Parties request that the Commission suspend the filing deadlines in the procedural schedule but maintain the October 29, 2018 hearing date in the event it is needed. The Settling Parties agree that additional discovery and testimony are unnecessary at this time.   The Motion also states that if the Commission determines no additional information is required to approve the Settlement without modification, the Settling Parties would support a cancellation of the October 29, 2018 hearing.

C. Findings and Conclusions
9. We find good cause to vacate the filing deadlines set forth in Decision No. 
C18-0688-I.  We retain the previously scheduled hearing date of October 29, 2018. 

10. The Commission will address further procedures, as necessary, by separate decision.
II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:
1. The filing deadlines set forth in Decision No. C18-0688-I are vacated, consistent with the discussion above.

2. Further procedures, as necessary, will be addressed by separate decision.
3. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
