A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an Unopposed Motion for Extension of Time to File the Final Design Plans (Motion) filed by the City of Boulder (Boulder) on October 30, 2018, requesting additional time to February 15, 2019 to file the final design plans and estimate for Commission review and approval.
