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1. Paragraph 7 on page 2 of this Decision reads as:
Finding good cause, and in the absence of any objection from Applicant, the ALJ finds that Alpine and Silverton have established their standing as intervenors in accordance with the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure.

Paragraph 7 states that “Alpine and Silverton have established their standing as intervenors.”  This is partially true.  Silverton Shuttle (Silverton) has established its standing as an intervenor in this proceeding.  Alpine Taxi/Limo, Inc. (Alpine) has not.  Aspire Tours LLC (Aspire) is the other company in this matter that has established its intervention by this Decision.  Paragraph 7 shall be amended to read as follows:

Finding good cause, and in the absence of any objection from Applicant, the ALJ finds that Aspire and Silverton have established their standing as intervenors in accordance with the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure.

2. Paragraph 8 on page 2 of this Decision reads as:

As noted above, Intervenor Aspire failed to file any Commission authority with its intervention. Aspire shall file copies of its Commission authority as required by 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1401(e)(I) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, no later than January 26, 2018.  Failure to do so will result in the Intervention being denied.

Paragraph 8 states that “Aspire failed to file any Commission authority.”  That is incorrect.  Paragraph 8 is ordering Aspire to file copies of its Commission authority.  That is also incorrect.  Aspire’s authority was attached to its request for intervention in this matter.  Alpine’s was not.  Alpine is the company that needs to file its authority in this proceeding.  Paragraph 8 shall be amended to read as follows:
As noted above, Intervenor Alpine failed to file any Commission authority with its intervention. Alpine shall file copies of its Commission authority as required by 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1401(e)(I) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, no later than January 26, 2018.  Failure to do so will result in the Intervention being denied.
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
