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I. statement

1. RPM Transportation, LLC, doing business as Jake’s Mountain Shuttle (Applicant), initiated the captioned proceeding on November 14, 2017, by filing an application seeking authority to extend operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) No. 55905 with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission).  

2. On November 20, 2017, the Commission provided public notice of the application to extend the permit by publishing a summary of the same in its Notice of Applications Filed:

Currently, CPCN No. 55905 authorizes the following:

Transportation of 
passengers in call-and-demand shuttle service between all points in Summit County, State of Colorado.
If the extension is granted, CPCN No. 55905 will read:

Transportation of 
passengers in call-and-demand demand shuttle service 
between all points between all points in Summit County, and between said points on the one hand, and all points in Colorado on the other hand.
3. On November 22, 2017, Aspire Tours LLC (Aspire) filed its Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention of Right through counsel.  This filing attached Commission Authority No. 55865 held by Aspire.

4. On December 11, 2017, Alpine Taxi/Limo, Inc., doing business as Alpine and/or Go Alpine (Alpine) filed its Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention of Right through counsel. This filing did not include a Commission authority held by Alpine.
5. On December 18, 2017, Silverton Shuttle (Silverton) filed its Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention of Right through counsel.  This filing attached Commission Authority No. 55803 held by Silverton.

6. On January 3, 2018, the Commission deemed the application complete and referred it to the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.

II. Interventions

7. Finding good cause, and in the absence of any objection from Applicant, the ALJ finds that Alpine and Silverton have established their standing as intervenors in accordance with the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure. 

8. As noted above, Intervenor Aspire failed to file any Commission authority with its intervention. Aspire shall file copies of its Commission authority as required by 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1401(e)(I) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, no later than January 26, 2018.  Failure to do so will result in the Intervention being denied.

III. Prehearing Conference

9. Given the procedural posture of the case, it is appropriate to hold a prehearing conference to address several issues.  The parties to this proceeding should be prepared to discuss all procedural and substantive issues, including, but not limited to, deadlines for witness lists, exhibits, and a date(s) and a location for a hearing on the Application.  

10. All parties are expected to appear at the hearing. However, any party may appear by telephone by calling (303) 869-0599 a few minutes prior to the scheduled start of the hearing.

11. Failure to appear for the prehearing conference may result in dismissal of the application or intervention.

12. A pre-hearing conference in this matter will be scheduled as ordered.
