I. statement

1. On January 11, 2018, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge issued Decision No. R18-0036-I that scheduled oral argument for January 22, 2018 at 1:30 p.m. on the Motion to Reopen Evidentiary Record filed by Office of Consumer Counsel on December 22, 2017.  

2. On January 17, 2018, the Federal Executive Agencies (FEA) filed a request to appear telephonically at the January 22, 2018 oral argument (Request).
