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1. There are several places in this Decision that show Rule 6713 as the rule that is being waived in this proceeding.  That is incorrect.  The correct rule from the Commission’s Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 
723-6 that is being waived is Rule 4 CCR 723-6-6102(a)(I).  Replace Rule 6713 with Rule 6102(a)(I) in the following sections of the Decision:
The caption on page 1 shall be amended to read as follows:

IN THE MATTER OF THE PETITION OF PATTI FEHRMAN FOR A WAIVER OF RULE 6102(A)(I) (REGULATIONS INCORPORATED BY REFERENCE) OF THE RULES REGULATING TRANSPORTATION BY MOTOR VEHICLE, 4 CCR 723-6.
Paragraph 1 on the first page shall read:

On January 26, 2018, Petitioner, Ms. Patti Fehrman, filed a Petition for an Order of the Commission Authorizing a Waiver of Rule 6102(a)(I) Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle.  

Paragraph 10 on page 2 shall read:

The record establishes that:  (a) Petitioner has a condition which limits her eyesight; (b)  strict application of Rule 6102(a)(I) 4 CCR 723-6 would create a hardship on Petitioner; and (c) granting the requested waiver would not compromise the public safety or the public interest. In addition, as no one has sought to intervene, the Petition is unopposed.

Paragraph 11 on page 2 shall read:

Based on the record, the ALJ finds and concludes Petitioner has met her burden of proof in this matter and that, subject to conditions on the waiver and exemption, the Petition should be granted.  The ALJ finds and concludes that, Patti Fehrman, subject to conditions, should be granted a waiver of, Rule 6102(a)(I) 4 CCR 723-6 and that the waiver and exemption should expire two years following the effective date of this Recommended Decision.

Ordering paragraph 1 on page 2 shall read:

Subject to the conditions stated below, the Petition for an Order of the Commission Authorizing a Waiver of Rule 6102(a)(I) Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle filed by Patti Fehrman on January 26, 2018 is granted.
Ordering paragraph 2 on page 3 shall read:

Subject to the conditions stated below, Patti Fehrman is granted a waiver of, and an exemption from. Rule 6102(a)(I) 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6.  If this Recommended Decision becomes a decision of the Commission, the waiver and exemption granted by this Decision shall remain in effect through February 8, 2019, unless revoked before that date upon notice to Ms. Fehrman.
