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I. STATEMENT

A. Procedural History
1. On November 20, 2017, Mid-Rail Real Estate, LLC (MRRE) filed the 
above-captioned proceeding with the Public Utilities Commission of the State of Colorado (Commission).  That filing commenced this proceeding.  

2. The procedural history of the above-captioned proceeding is set forth in Decision No. R18-0092-I, issued on February 6, 2018, and is repeated here as necessary to put this Decision into context.  
3. The Application was signed by Douglas A. Yeager, Esq., an attorney licensed in the State of Texas.  There was no indication that Mr. Yeager is licensed as an attorney in the State of Colorado.  

4. Decision No. R18-0092-I noted that an out-of-state attorney who is not licensed to practice law in Colorado must be granted permission to appear pro hac vice in this Proceeding.  The rules governing pro hac vice admission of out-of-state attorneys to appear before this Commission were discussed.  See Rule 1201(a) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1 (2015); Rule 205.4, Colorado Rules of Civil Procedure (Colo.R.Civ.P.), and Rules 205.3(2)(a), 205.3(2)(b), and 205.3(3), Colo.R.Civ.P.  
5. Decision No. R18-0092-I gave MRRE two choices regarding its representation by counsel in this proceeding:
a)
On or before February 14, 2018, Mr. Yeager could file with this Commission a verified motion to appear pro hac vice on behalf of MRRE and attest to the requirements of Rule 205.3, Colo.R.Civ.P. set forth above.  

b)
Alternatively, MRRE may retain an attorney licensed to practice law and in good-standing in the State of Colorado.  If MRRE chose this alternative, its counsel was directed to file an entry of appearance in this proceeding no later than February 14, 2018.  
6. Decision No. R18-0092-I also directed MRRE to file a Status Report, no later than February 16, 2018, informing the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) of the results of its conferrals with the other the Parties regarding proposed hearing date(s), the preferred location of the hearing, and the estimated number of hearing days needed.  The Parties were also given the option of negotiating and reporting a procedural schedule with appropriate dates for their pre-hearing filings of lists of witnesses, detailed summaries of their testimony, copies of hearing exhibits, and other procedural matters.  

7. On February 13, 2018, MRRE filed a Request for Extension of Time to Retain Attorney Licensed to Practice Law and in Good-standing in the State of Colorado (Motion).  MRRE requests a 14-day extension of time to retain counsel licensed in the State of Colorado.  

8. On February 16, 2018, the South Adams County Water and Sanitation District, an Intervenor, filed a response indicating that it has no objection to MRRE’s request for an extension of time.    

9. Since time is of the essence, the ALJ will waive further responses to MRRE’s Motion, pursuant to Rule 1400(b) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1.  

10. Being fully apprised in this matter, the ALJ will grant MRRE’s Motion.  

11. MRRE will be granted an extension of time, to and including February 28, 2018, within which to retain an attorney licensed to practice law and in good-standing in the State of Colorado and to have its counsel file an entry of appearance in this proceeding.  
12. The date for filing the Status Report required by Decision No. R18-0092-I will also be extended to February 28, 2018.  
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That: 

1. The Request for Extension of Time to Retain Attorney Licensed to Practice Law and in Good-standing in the State of Colorado (Motion) filed by Mid-Rail Real Estate, LLC (MRRE) on February 13, 2018, is granted.  

2. Pursuant to Rule 1400(b) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, further responses to MRRE’s Motion are waived.  

3. MRRE is granted an extension of time, to and including February 28, 2018, within which to retain an attorney licensed to practice law and in good-standing in the State of Colorado and to have its counsel file an entry of appearance in this proceeding.  
4. The date for filing the Status Report required by Decision No. R18-0092-I shall be extended to and including February 28, 2018.  
5. The procedural advisements set forth in Decision No. R18-0092-I shall remain in effect.  
6. This Interim Decision is effective immediately.
