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I. statement

1. Applicant Colorado Transportation Industries LLC (Colorado Transportation), initiated the captioned proceeding on January 12, 2018, by filing an application seeking a Certificate of Public Necessity and Convenience to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire (Application). That filing commenced the proceeding 

2. On January 16, 2018, the Commission provided public notice of the Application to extend the permit by publishing a summary of the same in its Notice of Applications Filed:

For authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of 

passengers in call-and-demand demand shuttle service

between all points within the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Broomfield, Denver, El Paso, Jefferson, Larimer, and Weld, State of Colorado .

3. On January 22, 2018, Aspire Tours (Aspire) filed its Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention of Right through Kathrin Troxler. The pleading stated that Aspire was represented by counsel, but no counsel entered an appearance in the proceeding. This filing attached Commission Authority No. 55865 held by Aspire.

4. On January 29, 2018, Aspire filed a withdrawal of its intervention based upon a proposed amendment to the Application.  

5. On February 15, 2018, Ramblin’ Express, Inc. (Ramblin’); Colorado Springs Shuttle, LLC (Springs Shuttle); Estes Valley Transport, Inc. (Estes Valley); and Valera Lea Holtorf, doing business as Dashabout Shuttle Co. &/or Roadrunner Express and Dashabout Town Taxi, LLC (Dashabout) jointly filed their Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention of Right through counsel. This filing included Commission Authority Nos. L275, L9909, 45392, 47966, and 55787 held by Ramblin’; 54696 held by Estes Valley; 55275 held by Springs Shuttle; and 14167, 55790, and 55683, held by Dashabout.
6. On February 16, 2018, Aspire filed a new intervention through Kathrin Troxler. This filing also stated that Aspire was represented by counsel but no counsel had entered an appearance in the above captioned matter.

7. On February 21, 2018, the Commission deemed the Application complete and referred it to the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.

8. On February 27, 2018, Colorado Transportation filed an amendment to the authority.

II. Prehearing Conference

9. In reviewing the pleadings in the above captioned proceeding it is unclear to the ALJ who has intervened in this proceeding, if parties are represented by counsel, and what the Applicant is requesting in the proposed amended authority.    

10. Given the procedural posture of the case and the number of questions the ALJ currently has about the authority and representation in this proceeding, it is appropriate to hold a prehearing conference to address these issues.  The parties to this proceeding should be prepared to discuss all procedural and substantive issues.  

11. All parties are expected to appear at the hearing. 

12. Failure to appear for the prehearing conference shall result in dismissal of the Application or intervention.

13. A prehearing conference in this matter will be scheduled as ordered.
