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I. statement

1. On February 7, 2018, the Commission gave notice that the above-styled proceeding has been opened.  A letter from Commission Director Doug Dean was sent to all jurisdictional telecommunications carriers
 regarding the filing of their 2017 annual reports.  The Commission also referred this proceeding to an Administrative Law judge by minute entry.  

On March 19, 2018, a Request for Extension of Time to File Annual Reports (Motion) was filed by CenturyTel of Colorado, Inc., CenturyTel of Eagle, Inc., El Paso County Telephone Company, and Qwest Corporation, doing business as CenturyLink QC (collectively CenturyLink).  The Motion requests a one-month extension of time of the April 30, 2018 

2. deadline to May 31, 2018 for the listed CenturyLink companies to file their 2017 annual reports with the Commission.  
3. As ground for the extension of time, CenturyLink states two primary reasons.  First, CenturyLink’s ledgers were closed late at the subsidiary level because the federal Tax Cuts and Jobs Act of 2017 (which was signed into law on December 22, 2017 and became effective on January 1, 2018) introduced many complexities in interpreting the regulatory impacts.  Second, the Level 3 acquisition (completed on November 1, 2017):  (a) required many personnel hours both pre- and post-closing to make appropriate adjustments to various affiliate books and records; and (b) now requires CenturyLink to prepare and file several annual reports for Level 3 entities as well.  CenturyLink states that no extension is requested for the Level 3 entity annual reports.
  
4. Finally, the requested extension applies only to the CenturyLink affiliates listed 
in Paragraph I.2.  These are the only CenturyLink entities required to file annual reports pursuant to Rule 2187(g)(XI) of the Rules Regulating Telecommunications Services and Providers of Telecommunications Services, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-2.  CenturyLink states that the requested extensions will not impact the submission of the DR525 form that rolls up intrastate revenues for assessment purposes and that DR525 forms will be timely filed.

5. This miscellaneous proceeding is not contested.  Therefore, response time to the Motion will be waived pursuant to Rule 1400(b) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1.  
6. The Motion states good cause, and the requested extension of time to and including May 31, 2018 will be granted.  
II. ORDER 

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The Request for Extension of Time to File Annual Reports filed by CenturyTel of Colorado, Inc., CenturyTel of Eagle, Inc., El Paso County Telephone Company, and Qwest Corporation, doing business as CenturyLink QC is granted.  

2. The deadline for filing annual reports pursuant to Rule 2187(g)(XI) of the Rules Regulating Telecommunications Services and Providers of Telecommunications Services, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-2, is extended to and including May 31, 2018 for CenturyTel of Colorado, Inc., CenturyTel of Eagle, Inc., El Paso County Telephone Company, and Qwest Corporation, doing business as CenturyLink QC.  

3. This Decision is effective immediately.
