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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions
1. Airbus DS Communications, Inc. (Airbus) filed an Application for Authority to Provide Basic Emergency Service (Application) on October 25, 2017.  Airbus filed the Application pursuant to Rules 2103 and 2134 of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Telecommunications Services and Providers of Telecommunications Services, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-2.  

2. The Commission issued notice of the Application, which mailed on October 27, 2017, and established an intervention period concurrent with the 30 days’ notice.  On December 8, 2017, through Decision No. C17-1015-I, the Commission deemed the Application complete for purposes of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.  Shortly thereafter, on December 15, 2017, through Decision No. C17-1041-I, the Commission referred the proceeding to Hearing Commissioner Wendy M. Moser for disposition.

3. In paragraph no. 17 of the Application, Airbus noted that Plant Holdings, Inc. (the parent company of Airbus), Airbus, and Motorola Solutions, Inc., had entered into a transaction whereby Airbus would become a wholly own subsidiary of Motorola Solutions, Inc. Exhibit F of the Application also diagrammed the ownership structure of Airbus under its ownership at the time, as well as the ownership structure following the completion of the transaction with Motorola Solutions, Inc.

4. On March 16, 2018, under its new name of Vesta Solutions, Inc. (Vesta), the applicant filed an amendment (Amendment) to its Application, notifying the Commission that the transaction with Motorola Solutions, Inc. previously referenced in the Application, had concluded on March 7, 2018. The Amendment also notified the Commission of the applicant’s change in name, and provided an updated version of the ownership chart, originally designated Exhibit F in the Application, and the list of key personnel, originally Exhibit G in the Application.

5. On March 20, 2018, Vesta filed an “Unopposed Motion for Leave to Amend Application of Vesta Solutions Inc. (formerly known as Airbus DS Communications, Inc.) for Certification as a Basic Emergency Service Provider” (Motion). In this Motion, Vesta notes that Commission Rule 2134(e) requires that amendments to an application for certification as a Basic Emergency Service Provider be filed within five business days of the change that has prompted the Amendment, to keep the application current. Since the completion of the transaction with Motorola, Inc. concluded on March 7, 2018, and the Amendment was filed on March 16, 2018, the Motion requests a waiver of Rule 2134(e), and for the Amendment to be considered timely.

6. Because the Commission and the parties were previously notified in the original Application of the ongoing transaction with Motorola Solutions, Inc., and because the Motion is unopposed, the Hearing Commissioner finds good cause to grant the Motion.

7. In addition, and on the Hearing Commissioner’s own motion, the caption is amended as set out above to reflect the applicant’s current name, Vesta Solutions Inc., which was formerly known as Airbus DS Communications, Inc.  The Hearing Commissioner will order the administrative staff to change the Commission’s records to reflect the amended caption.   

8. The Commission and the Parties will use the amended caption in subsequent decisions and filings. For clarity, the “applicant” in future filings and decisions shall be referred to as Vesta Solutions Inc., formerly known as Airbus DS Communications, Inc.
II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:
1. The Unopposed Motion for Leave to Amend Application of Vesta Solutions, Inc. (formerly known as Airbus DS Communications, Inc.) for Certification as a Basic Emergency Service Provider, filed on March 20, 2018 is granted, consistent with the discussion above.
2. The caption is revised, consistent with the above discussion. 

3. This Decision is effective immediately.
