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I. STATEMENT

1. On March 29, 2018, Trial Staff (Staff) of the Commission filed  Civil Penalty Assessment Notice No. 120291 which contains one alleged violation of Rule 6508(b)(I) of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 
723-6 by Renegade Recovery Services, doing Business as Renegade Recovery Service LLC (Renegade or Respondent). That filing commenced Proceeding No. 18G-0186TO.
2. Also on March 29, 2018, Staff filed Civil Penalty Assessment Notice No. 120208 which contains one alleged violation of Rule 6508(b)(I) of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 CCR 723-6 by Renegade. The filing commenced Proceeding 
No. 18G-0195TO.

3. On April 20, 2018, Staff entered their appearance in both Proceedings and filed their Motion to Consolidate Proceeding No. 18G-0186TO with Proceeding No. 18G-0195TO (Motion) in both proceedings. In their Motion, Staff states the proceedings involve the same Respondent, similar fact patterns, and the same violation. Staff believes that consolidation would not prejudice the Respondent and would facilitate judicial efficiency.   

4. On April 25, 2018, the matter was referred to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).

II. Motion to Consolidate

5. Renegade has failed to file any response to the Motion.  Renegade’s response to the Motion was due on May 4, 2018.  No response was filed on or before that date.  In addition, Renegade did not file a request for an extension of time to respond to the Motion.

6. Renegade’s failure to so respond to the Motion shall be deemed a confession of the Motion.  Rule 1400(d) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1. 

7. Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1402 governs consolidation.  The Rule provides that  “[E]ither on its own motion or on the motion of a party, the Commission may consolidate proceedings where the issues are substantially similar and the rights of the parties will not be prejudiced.”  Whether to grant consolidation is within the Commission's discretion.

8. Good cause is found to grant the Motion. The undersigned ALJ finds that consolidation of the above captioned proceedings would minimize or eliminate the risk of inconsistent decisions, serve administrative efficiency, and would minimize the need for parties to submit duplicative evidence.  It is found that the issues in these proceedings are substantially similar, and the rights of the parties will not be prejudiced.

III. Evidentiary Hearing 
9. The matter shall be set for hearing. 

10. All parties are required to be present at the hearing.

11. All witnesses either party intends to call to present testimony must be present for the hearing. All witnesses shall be subject to cross-examination from the opposing party and subject to questions from the undersigned ALJ. 
12. At the hearing, the parties shall bring an original and three copies of each exhibit they intend to introduce at the hearing

13. If any exhibit is longer than two pages, the party offering the exhibit shall sequentially number each page of the exhibit. 

14. If a party is unable to attend the hearing, they shall file a motion to reschedule prior to the hearing. The motion shall state the reason they are unable to attend and state days they are available for a rescheduled hearing. 

IV. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The Motion to Consolidate Proceeding No. 18G-0186TO with Proceeding No. 18G-0195TO filed by the Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission on April 20, 2018 is granted.

2. Proceeding Nos. 18G-0186TO and 18G-0195TO are consolidated.  Proceeding No. 18G-0186TO is the primary (or lead) proceeding.
3. All proceeding numbers and captions in the consolidated proceeding shall be listed on all future filings, as shown above in this Decision.  The primary or lead proceeding identified in Ordering Paragraph No. 2 and its caption, shall appear first.

4. Given the consolidation, documents shall be filed in Proceeding No. 18G-0186TO; and no document shall be filed in Proceeding No. 18G-0195TO.
5. The evidentiary hearing in this consolidated matter shall be held on the following date, at the following time, and in the following location:
