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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions
1. Vesta Solutions, Inc. DS (Vesta) filed an Application for Authority to Provide Basic Emergency Service (Application) on October 25, 2017.
  Vesta filed the Application pursuant to Rules 2103 and 2134 of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Telecommunications Services and Providers of Telecommunications Services, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-2. 

The parties to this matter were established by Decision No. R17-1073-I, issued December 21, 2017.  The parties include:  Vesta; Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff); Boulder Regional  Emergency Telephone Service Authority; Adams County E911 Emergency Telephone Service Authority, the Arapahoe County E911 Emergency Communications Service Authority, and the Jefferson County Emergency Communications Authority, (jointly, Colorado Telecommunications Association); Douglas County Emergency Telephone Service Authority and 

El Paso-Teller County Emergency Telephone Service Authority, (jointly, Larimer Emergency Telephone Authority); West Safety Communications Inc.; and Qwest Corporation, doing business as CenturyLink QC.

2. By Decision No. R18-0047-I, issued January 18, 2018, the procedural schedule in this matter was established, including filing deadlines and the hearing dates of September 18 and 19, 2018.  The adopted procedural schedule was proposed by Vesta upon conferral with the other parties and was uncontested.

3. On May 10, 2018, Staff filed a motion to modify the procedural schedule.  Staff states that the current procedural schedule includes a gap of sufficient length between the deadline to file Rebuttal Testimony and the hearing to allow for modifications to the schedule at this time.  Staff proposes moving the filing deadline for Answer Testimony from June 1, 2018 to July 17, 2018 to provide the intervening parties additional time to evaluate the Application.  Staff further proposes a corresponding modification to the deadline for the filing of Rebuttal Testimony and Cross-Answer Testimony from July 13, 2018 to August 23, 2018.  Staff proposes to retain the hearing dates of September 18 and 19, 2018.
