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I. STATEMENT
1. On March 27, 2018, Telluride Express and GISDHO filed the Joint Application 
by San Miguel Mountain Ventures, LLC Doing Business as Telluride Express and GISDHO Shuttle, Inc. Doing Business as American Spirit Shuttle for Approval of Consolidation of 
CPCN Nos. 53828 and 1648 Into One CPCN and to Eliminate Any Duplication or Overlap of Authorities in Compliance with Decision No. C18-0077.  That application commenced this proceeding.

2. The Commission gave noticed of the application on April 2, 2018, stating in part, that the application seeks:

an order of the Commission authorizing the consolidation of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) Nos. 1648 and 53828 into CPCN 1648.

Notice of Applications Filed, issued April 2, 2018.

3. On April 30, 2018, Angel Delivery’s timely intervened of right.  However, a review of the intervention filed states in part that “applicant seeks authority” and addresses “service sought,” neither of which have applicability in this proceeding.  The stated grounds for opposing approval, in part, address demand for service and Angel Delivery’s ability to provide service.

4. On April 30, 2018, Hy-Mountain Transportation, Inc., doing business as High Mountain Taxi (High Mountain) timely intervened of right.  High Mountain opposes approval of the application addressing “operating rights sought,” including authority that is dormant.  The stated grounds for opposing approval, in part, address demand for service and High Mountain’s ability to provide service.

5. Rule 6205 of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-6 addresses the merits of a transfer application, some elements of which are addressed in the interventions referenced above.    

6. By Decision No. C18-0077, issued February 1, 2018 in Proceeding 
No. 17A-0835CP-Transfer, the Commission approved the transfer of CPCN PUC No. 53828 from GISDHO Shuttle, Inc., doing business as American Spirit Shuttle, to San Miguel Mountain Ventures, LLC, doing business as Telluride Express (Telluride Express), which already owned and operated another CPCN (PUC No. 1648),
CPCN PUC No. 53828 and CPCN PUC No. 1648 are both now owned by Telluride Express.  Decision No. C18-0077, issued February 1, 2018.  Any attempt to re-litigate 

7. the merits of the transfer would represent a prohibited collateral attack on the Commission’s prior, now final, decision.  § 40-6-112, C.R.S.
8. Recognizing overlap in CPCN PUC No. 53828 and CPCN PUC No. 1648, the Commission deemed only one authority to exist and ordered: 

Within 60 days of the effective date of this Decision, Transferee shall file an application to consolidate CPCN PUC Nos. 53828 and 1648 into one CPCN and to eliminate the overlaps and/or duplications therein.

Decision No. C18-0077 in Proceeding No. 17A-0835CP-Transfer, issued February 1, 2018.
This proceeding was filed in compliance with Decision No. C18-0077.

9. During the Commission's weekly meeting held May 9, 2018, the matter was deemed complete and referred to an administrative law judge (ALJ) for disposition.

10. In anticipation of the hearing, the undersigned ALJ is setting a prehearing conference in accordance with Rule 1409(a) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1.   The undersigned is particularly mindful of the efficiency of litigation as this proceeding involves interests across the state.  Parties will be permitted to participate in the hearing by telephone and shall be prepared to specifically identify all procedural and substantive issues that must be decided in the proceeding.  Based thereupon, an appropriate procedural schedule may be established.
