I. STATEMENT

1. On February 7, 2018, the Commission opened this proceeding as a repository proceeding for the filing of 2017 Annual Reports by regulated intrastate carriers.  On the same date, the Commission referred this proceeding to an administrate law judge (ALJ) by minute entry.  The proceeding was subsequently assigned to the undersigned ALJ.

2. Rule 6212 of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6, requires each carrier over which the Commission has jurisdiction, to file an annual report on or before April 30th for the preceding calendar year.

3. On April 19, 2018, Professional Transportation, Inc. (PTI) filed a motion for extension of time to and including May 30, 2018 to file its report.  As support, PTI states that it has experienced “several recent staffing changes which find PTI short-handed and unable to complete the filing in time to meet the 4/30/2018 deadline.”
4. On April 27, 2018, Dillard-Lewis, Inc. (DLI) filed a motion for extension of time to and including June 30, 2018 to file its report.  As support, DLI states that it needs more time “to gather needed information . . . and prepare the financial statements so we can submit an accurate report.”  
5. On May 1, 2018, R&R Transportation, Inc. (RTI) filed a motion for extension of time, but does not specify how long of an extension it needs.  As support, RTI states that it has not completed and filed its tax returns, which it needs to do before filing the annual report with the Commission.  
6. Based upon good cause shown, the motions will be granted for the grounds stated in each motion, which are incorporated herein by reference.  As to RTI, an extension shall be granted until June 30, 2018.  
II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Motions for Extension filed by Professional Transportation, Inc. (PTI) on April 19, 2018, Dillard-Lewis, Inc. (DLI) on April 27, 2018, and R&R Transportation, Inc. (RTI) on May 1, 2018, are granted.  
2. PTI shall have until May 30, 2018, and DLI and RTI shall have until June 30, 2018, to file their annual reports required by Rule 6212 of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6.  
3. This Decision is effective immediately.
