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I. statement

1. Rasier, LLC (Rasier) is a Transportation Network Company (TNC) regulated by the Commission pursuant to §§ 40-10.1-601 et seq., C.R.S., and Rules 6700 et seq. of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-6.
2. Proceeding No. 17G-0783TNC commenced on November 20, 2017 when the Staff of the Public Utilities Commission of the State of Colorado (Staff) issued Civil Penalty Assessment or Notice of Complaint to Appear (CPAN) No. 119221 to Rasier.  Proceeding No. 18G-0018TNC commenced on January 2, 2018 when Staff issued CPAN No. 120466 to Rasier.  
3. Decision No. R18-0102-I (mailed on February 9, 2018) consolidated Proceeding Nos. 17G-0783TNC and 18G-0018TNC, pursuant to Rule 1402 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1 (2015).

4. The procedural histories of Proceeding Nos. 17G-0783TNC and 18G-0018TNC are set forth in Decisions previously issued in these Proceedings.  Procedural histories are repeated here as necessary to put this Interim Decision in context.  

5. Rasier and Staff are the only parties to this proceeding.  

6. Decision No. R18-0312-I (mailed on May 3, 2018) granted the Joint Stipulated Motion to Dismiss Specific Violations from CPAN 119221 and Waive Response Time, filed 
by Staff and Rasier, on March 23, 2018, and dismissed without prejudice 1,788 Counts of 
CPAN No. 119221.  Decision No. R18-0312-I also granted Staff’s Unopposed Motion to Amend CPAN 119221, filed by Staff on March 23, 2018, in order to amend the Nature of the Violations for 537 Counts in the CPAN to include both Rules 6711 and 6712, 4 CCR 723-6.  

7. Further, Decision No. R18-0312-I also ordered Staff to file, on or before May 14, 2018, an Amended CPAN No. 119221 in this Proceeding that:  (1) removes the 1,788 Counts that were dismissed and that recalculates the amounts of the civil penalties sought to be assessed for each remaining Count in total for the CPAN; and (2) that restates the Nature of the Violation for the 537 Counts in the CPAN to include both Rules 6711 and 6712, 4 CCR 723-6.  

8. Staff did not file amended CPAN No. 119221 by May 14, 2018, as ordered.  

9. On May 23, 2018, Staff filed an Unopposed Request for Additional Time to File Amended CPAN (Motion).  Staff’s Motion was untimely filed nine days after the due date for filing the amended CPAN.  

10. Staff reports that Rasier does not object to the Motion.
  Since the Motion is unopposed, response time will be waived, pursuant to Rule 1308(c) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1.  
11. Staff states that, although it has been working diligently to remove the dismissed Counts and to prepare the amended CPAN, it has encountered technical difficulties in using a computer program to delete the dismissed counts while maintaining the original count numbers.  Staff is still working to create the amended CPAN with the remaining counts and correct original violation numbers.  Staff requests an extension of time through May 31, 2018 to file an accurate amended CPAN.

12. Staff’s Motion states good cause.  The deadline for Staff to file the amended CPAN will be extended to and including May 31, 2018.  
II. ORDER 

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The Unopposed Request for Additional Time to File Amended CPAN, filed by Staff of the Public Utilities Commission of the State of Colorado (Staff), on May 23, 2018, is granted.  

2. Response time to the Unopposed Request for Additional Time to File Amended CPAN is waived, pursuant to Rule 1308(c) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1.   
3. Consistent with Decision No. R18-0312-I (mailed on May 3, 2018) and the discussion in this Decision, Staff shall file the Amended CPAN No. 119221 with the Commission no later than May 31, 2018.

4. This Decision is effective immediately.
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
