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I. STATEMENT

1. On March 28, 2018, Storm Mountain Express Inc. (Applicant) filed its Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire (Application).  That filing commenced this proceeding.  

2. The procedural history of the above-captioned proceeding is set forth in Decision No. R18-0361-I (mailed on May 18, 2018), previously issued in this Proceeding, and is repeated here as necessary to put this Decision into context.
3. The undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) has been assigned to hear this Application.  

4. On April 20, 2018, Alpine Taxi/Limo, Inc., doing business as Alpine and/or Go Alpine (Alpine) filed, through counsel, its Notice of Intervention by Right and Alternative Petition for Intervention and Entry of Appearance and Request for Hearing (Intervention).  Alpine requests a hearing in this matter and that the Application be denied.
  Decision 
No. R18-0361-I acknowledged Alpine’s Intervention by right.  

5. Applicant and Alpine are the only Parties to this Proceeding.  

6. On May 14, 2018, Applicant filed a Motion for an Extension of Time to File Exhibits and Witness Summary, requesting an extension to and including May 30, 2014, to file its list of witnesses, witness summaries, and copies of exhibits.  On May 16, 2018, Alpine filed its Response to Motion for Extension, opposing the requested extension of time.  

7. Decision No. R18-0361-I (mailed on May 18, 2018) granted Applicant an extension of time to and including May 30, 2018.  The Decision also granted to Alpine an extension to and including June 19, 2018 to file its list of witnesses, witness summaries, and copies of exhibits.
  Pursuant to Applicant’s request, Decision No. R18-0361-I scheduled the evidentiary hearing in Steamboat Springs, Colorado for July 24, 2018.

8. Due to scheduling issues that came to light after Decision No. R18-0361-I was issued, it is necessary to reschedule the hearing in Steamboat Springs, Colorado.  This Decision will reschedule the evidentiary hearing in Steamboat Springs, Colorado for August 28 and 29, 2018.

9. Counsel for Applicant and for Alpine were contacted informally by email regarding rescheduling the hearing.  They have advised the ALJ that they anticipate a two-day hearing, and both have indicated that counsel and witnesses are available on the new hearing dates.  

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The evidentiary hearing in Steamboat Springs, Colorado scheduled for July 24, 2018 is vacated.  

2. The hearing in this matter shall be rescheduled for the following dates, times, and place:
