1. The first sentence of Paragraph I.B.13 on page 4 of Decision No. R18-0463-I (mailed on June 14, 2018) stated:  “The evidentiary hearing will be scheduled for August 17, 2018.”  The August 17th date is a typographical error.  As is clear from the procedural schedule adopted in Paragraph I.B.13 and from Ordering Paragraph No. II.A.1, the hearing was scheduled for August 10, 2018.  

2. The first sentence of Paragraph I.B.13 on page 4 of Decision No. R18-0463-I is corrected to state:  “The evidentiary hearing will be scheduled for August 10, 2018.”  

3. The Unopposed Motion to Adopt Procedural Schedule, Vacate Prehearing Conference, and for Waiver of Response Time, filed on June 11, 2018, stated, at ¶ 8 page 3:  “Should any Pre-Hearing Motions be filed, counsel for Atmos Energy and for Staff will be prepared to respond orally at the beginning of the hearing.”  Paragraph 1I.B.14 of Decision No. R18-0463-I addressed certain waivers of requirements in the Decision, but omitted making a finding on that agreement.  
4. A new Footnote No. 4 is added at the end of Paragraph 1I.B.14 of Decision No. R18-0463-I stating as follows:

4  Should any Pre-Hearing Motions be filed, counsel for Atmos Energy and for Staff will be permitted to respond orally as a Preliminary Matter at the beginning of the hearing.  Therefore, the need to file a written response to Pre-Hearing Motions and the consequences of not filing a written response, pursuant to Rules 1400(b) and 1400(d) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1, are waived.
