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I. STATEMENT

1. On May 4, 2018, Black Hills/Colorado Electric Utility Company, LP (Black Hills) timely filed an Application seeking Commission approval of several items related to its pursuit of energy efficiency and demand response resources under § 40-3.2-104, C.R.S., and Commission Rule 3002(b), 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-3 of the Rules Regulating Electric Utilities.  The Application was accompanied by pre-filed Direct Testimony and Attachments.
2. On May 7, 2018, the Commission issued a Notice of Application Filed establishing an intervention period through June 6, 2018. 

3. On May 15, 2018, the Colorado Energy Office filed a Notice of Intervention by Right.   

4. On June 5, 2018, the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel filed its Intervention, Entry of Appearance and Request for Hearing. 

5. On June 5, 2018, Energy Outreach Colorado filed its Motion to Intervene and Entry of Appearance. 

6. On June 6, 2018, the Southwest Energy Efficiency Project filed its Motion to Intervene and Entry of Appearance. 
7. On June 6, 2018, the Board of County Commissioners of the County of Pueblo, Colorado filed its Motion to Intervene, Request for Hearing and Entry of Appearance. 
8. On June 6, 2018, the City of Pueblo and the Fountain Valley Authority filed their Petition to Intervene. 

9. On June 6, 2018, the Cripple Creek & Victor Gold Mining Company, LLC filed its Petition to Intervene. 

10. On June 12, 2018, Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission filed its notice of intervention by right. 

11. On June 13, 2018, the Commission deemed the Application complete and referred this matter with its permissive interventions to an Administrative Law Judge. 

12. On June 25, 2018, by Decision No. R18-0513-I, a prehearing conference was scheduled for July 13, 2018.

13. On July 9, 2018, the parties filed their Unopposed Joint Motion to Adopt Proposed Procedural Schedule, Discovery Procedures, Confidential Procedures, to Vacate Prehearing Conference, and for Waiver of Response Time (Joint Motion). 

14. On July 10, 2018, by Decision No. R18-0543-I, the Joint Motion was granted and a procedural schedule adopted.

15. On July 23, 2018, Black Hills filed their Unopposed Motion to Change Proceeding Caption (Unopposed Motion). In the Unopposed Motion, Black Hills states that they have changed their company name from Black Hills/Colorado Electric Utility Company L.P. to Black Hills Colorado Electric, Inc. and request that the caption in this proceeding reflect this change in accordance with Commission Rule 1202(b)(1) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1. 

16. Good cause is found to grant the Unopposed Motion.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Unopposed Motion to Change Proceeding Caption filed by Black Hills Colorado Electric, Inc. is granted.

2. The caption of this Proceeding is changed to the caption set out in this Interim Decision.  

3. Staff of the Commission shall change Commission records to reflect the caption of this Proceeding as set out above.  

4. This Decision is effective immediately.
