I. statement, findings, and conclusion

1. On August 10, 2018, Black Hills Colorado Electric, Inc., doing business as Black Hills Energy and formerly known as Black Hills/Colorado Electric Utility Company, LP (Black Hills or Company), filed an Unopposed Motion to Change Proceeding Caption (Motion) pursuant to Rule 1400 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1. 

2. The procedural history of the above-captioned consolidated proceeding is set forth in previously issued Decisions and is repeated here as necessary to put this Decision into context.
3. Black Hills states in the Motion that, on July 10, 2018, Black Hills/Colorado Electric Utility Company, LP was converted from a limited partnership to a C corporation.  The name of the Company is now Black Hills Colorado Electric, Inc.

4. On July 11, 2018, Black Hills filed a Tariff Adoption Notice in Proceeding No. 18AL-0463E reflecting that the Company had adopted and assumed the Colorado PUC electric tariffs on file and in effect under the former name of Black Hills/Colorado Electric Utility Company, LP.

5. On July 12, 2018, the Company updated its Information Regarding Regulated Entities in Proceeding No. 06M-525EG as required by Rule 1310(b) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1.  

6. On August 7, 2018, the Company filed a Notice of Conversion and Name Change in this Proceeding to inform all parties that the name of the Company has been changed.

7. By the Motion, Black Hills seeks to revise the official caption for this Proceeding in accordance with Rule 1202(b)(I), 4 CCR 723-1, which states in part: “The caption of an application or petition proceeding shall contain the name of the applicant or petitioner, describe the authority or decision being sought from the Commission with sufficient specificity to distinguish the application or petition from other proceedings, and briefly describe the subject matter of the proceeding.”

8. The Company states that it has conferred with all of the parties in this Proceeding and that the Motion is unopposed.

9. The Administrative Law Judge finds good cause to grant the Motion.  The captions of this Consolidated Proceeding shall be modified to replace the words “BLACK HILLS/COLORADO ELECTRIC UTILITY COMPANY, LP” with “BLACK HILLS COLORADO ELECTRIC, INC.,” as shown in the captions of this Interim Decision.  

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Unopposed Motion to Change Proceeding Caption filed by Black Hills Colorado Electric, Inc. on August 10, 2018 is granted.

2. Response time to the Unopposed Motion to Change Proceeding Caption is waived, pursuant to Rule 1308(c) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1.   

3. Both captions in this Consolidated Proceeding shall be changed consistent with the discussion above.

4. This Decision is effective immediately.
