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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement
1. By this Decision, the Commission grants the Application by Colorado Jitney, LLC (Colorado Jitney), to suspend Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) No. 55785 from July 1, 2018 through December 31, 2018.

B. Background

2. Previously, Colorado Jitney was granted a suspension of operations under CPCN No. 55785 from April 18, 2017 through December 31, 2017 by Decision No. C17-0571 issued on July 14, 2017 in Proceeding No. 17A-0384CP-Suspension.  It was granted a second suspension of operations from January 1, 2018 through June 30, 2018 by Decision No. C18-0070 issued on January 29, 2018 in Proceeding No. 18A-0019CP-Suspension.
3. On July 19, 2018, Colorado Jitney filed this Application to suspend CPCN No. 55785 from July 1, 2018 through December 31, 2018.  On August 7, 2018, Colorado Jitney supplemented its Application by asking the Commission to waive the voluntary suspension caps pursuant to Rule 6204 of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6.

4. Colorado Jitney states in its supplemental filing that it seeks suspension “in order to find a suitable divestment path for this venture,” and that “[i]t is in the public interest to keep CPCN 55785 because it can provide great aid to the people of Colorado if properly developed.”  Colorado Jitney Supplement at p. 1.
5. In its Application, Colorado Jitney contends that a suspension “will not affect current service to [the] public.”  Application at p. 2.
C. Findings and Conclusions

6. Rule 6204 governs Colorado Jitney’s Application for voluntary suspension.  That rule provides that Colorado Jitney may not request (and the Commission shall not grant) a voluntary suspension lasting longer than 12 months in any 24-month period, unless Colorado Jitney requests a waiver from that restriction under Rule 6204(c).

7. Colorado Jitney requests such a waiver in its supplemental filing.

8. Rule 6204(c) sets out the requirements for a request to waive the 12-in-24-month restriction: a request “must demonstrate that the suspension is in the public interest and that alternative service will be available during the period of suspension.”  

9. The Commission finds that current (alternative) service is available and will be unaffected by the suspension.  It also finds that allowing the requested time for Colorado Jitney to explore divestment options is in the public interest.    

10. Accordingly, the Application will be granted to suspend operations under CPCN No. 55785 from July 1, 2018, through December 31, 2018.   
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Colorado Jitney LLC’s Application to suspend Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity No. 55785 from July 1 through December 31, 2018 is granted.

2. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114, C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration, begins on the first day following the effective date of this Decision.

3. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
