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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement

1. Rule 3206(c) of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Electric Utilities, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-3, requires each Colorado electric utility to file with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission), no later than April 30 of each year, information on its proposed new construction or extensions of transmission facilities for the next three calendar years.
2. The following utilities filed information on proposed construction projects on or before April 30, 2018:   

· Black Hills Colorado Electric, Inc.
· Intermountain Rural Electric Association, Inc.

· Public Service Company of Colorado

· Tri-State Generation and Transmission Association, Inc.

3. Specific information may be found in each utility’s report filing in this Proceeding on file with the Commission.
4. Rule 3206(d)(II)(A) provides that the Commission will give notice of the filing of data to all those who, in the opinion of the Commission, may be interested in the reports, and provides for comments to be filed by June 15.  Rule 3206(d)(II)(B) directs Commission Staff (Staff) to review the filings and comments, and to make recommendations to the Commission by July 1.  

5. Due to an administrative error, the decision adopted in the Commissioners’ Weekly Meeting on May 16, 2018 to notice the utility reports pursuant to Commission Rule 3206(d)(II)(A) was not issued. 
6. On June 7, 2018, the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) provided comments addressing the 3206 Report filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) on April 30, 2018 in accordance with the procedures stated in Rule 3206(d)(II)(A) of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Electric Utilities.
7. On June 21, 2018, by Decision No. C18-0465-I  the Commission, pursuant to Rule 1003 et al., of the Rules of Practice and Procedure 4 CCR 723-1, waived Rules 3206(d)(II)(A) and (B) so as to establish a new comment period, and provide for Staff’s review of the filings and comments and to make recommendations to the Commission by August 22, 2018. 
8. On August 14, 2018, Public Service submitted an Amended Report as permitted by Rule 3206(d) of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Electric Utilities, 4 CCR 723-3, in part to respond to OCC’s comments.  This Amended Report supersedes the original report filed by Public Service on April 30, 2018.  

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Notice is hereby given that the above investor-owned utilities and rural electric cooperative associations have submitted information concerning the proposed construction of transmission facilities in accordance with Rule 3206 of the Rules Regulating Electric Utilities, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-3.  Pursuant to that rule, interested parties are notified that the information is available for inspection at the offices of the Commission during regular business hours or on the Commission’s online E-Filings system.
2. Rules 3206(d)(II)(A) and (B) of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Electric Utilities, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-3 are waived. 
3. On or before September 5, 2018, any interested party may file comments about the projects identified by the information now filed with the Commission.  The Commission will consider any comments in determining which projects do not require a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity and which projects will require the utility to file an application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity.
4. Commission Staff shall review the filings and any comments received, and shall make recommendations to the Commission by September 19, 2018.
5. This Decision is effective upon its Mailed Date.
