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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Petition for a Waiver/Variance of Common/Contract Carrier Rules filed on July 13, 2018 by Union Taxi Cooperative, doing business as Union Taxi (Petitioner).
2. Petitioner requests a waiver from Rule 6255(b) of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-6.
3. The vehicle for which a waiver is requested is a 2009 Ford Crown Victoria, VIN No. 2FAHP71V59X146481.  The waiver is requested from July 1, 2018 through June 30, 2019.

4. Petitioner states the 2009 Ford Crown Victoria currently has 218,763 miles on the odometer.

5. A review of Commission records indicates the 2009 Ford Crown Victoria had a previous petition for waiver request in Proceeding No. 17V-0320CP, filed on May 24, 2017.
  This previous petition for waiver request stated the 2009 Ford Crown Victoria had 225,430 miles on the odometer.

6. Pursuant to Rule 1003 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1, the Commission may grant waivers or variances from tariffs, Commission rules, and substantive requirements contained in Commission decisions and orders for good cause.  In making a determination, the Commission may take into account, but is not limited to, considerations of hardship, equity, or more effective implementation of overall policy on an individual basis.
7. The disparity in mileage reported for the 2009 Ford Crown Victoria does not provide the Commission the necessary information to make an informed decision on this petition.  Therefore, the Commission is requesting the Petitioner to file evidence of the accurate mileage on the 2009 Ford Crown Victoria prior to the Commission acting on this petition. 

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Union Taxi Cooperative, doing business as Union Taxi (Petitioner) shall submit a filing in this proceeding demonstrating evidence of the current odometer reading for the 2009 Ford Crown Victoria named in this Petition.

2. Petitioner shall submit this filing within ten days of the mailed date of this Interim Decision.
3. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
