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TO THE PARTIES IN THIS MATTER AND ALL INTERESTED PERSONS, FIRMS, OR CORPORATIONS:

I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1.  By this Decision, we provide notice of the Petition for a Partial Variance of Commission Rules 3667(e)(XI) and 6667(j)(VII) (Petition) filed August 29, 2018, by the Colorado Energy Office (CEO).  The notice and intervention period shall extend concurrently from the effective date of this Decision through September 10, 2018.

B. Statement

2. On August 29, 2018, the CEO filed the Petition, seeking a waiver of the aforementioned rules to allow a specific customer of Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) who is participating in the low-income Weatherization Assistance Program to interconnect the customer’s solar photovoltaic system to Public Services’ distribution system.  CEO requests the Commission shorten the notice and intervention period to ten days. 

3. CEO, in partnership with Public Service, administers a low-income Weatherization Assistance Program that includes rooftop solar PV for eligible customers pursuant to Commission decision.

4. CEO states that under Rules 3667(e)(XI) and 3667(j)(VII) of the Rules Regulating Electric Utilities, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-3, a customer seeking to interconnect a solar PV system no greater than 10 kW in size must secure and maintain $300,000 in liability insurance before a utility can interconnect with the customer’s system.
5. CEO represents that Energy Resource Center (ERC), which contracts to deliver services through the Weatherization Assistance Program received an application to install solar PV at a customer residence as part of the weatherization upgrade. CEO states that ERC requested and received proof of sufficient liability insurance coverage required in Rules 3667(e)(XI) and 3667(j)(VII).
6. CEO indicates that when the proof of liability insurance was submitted to Public Service in March 2018 to finalize the interconnection, the Company was notified that the customer’s insurance had expired. CEO states that ERC expended considerable time and effort between April 2018 and July 2018 to help the customer comply with Commission rules, but that the customer has only been able to secure $150,000 in liability coverage. 
7. CEO seeks the waiver to allow this particular customer to connect their solar PV system. 

8. CEO represents that Public Service does not oppose the petition. 

9. In addition to shortening the notice and intervention period to September 10, 2018, we shorten response time to intervention filings to September 11, 2018. 

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. This Decision serves as notice of the application filed on August 29, 2018, by the Colorado Energy Office, which notice period shall extend through 5:00 p.m. on September 10, 2018. 

2. Any person desiring to intervene or participate as a party in this proceeding shall file a petition for leave to intervene, or under the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, file other appropriate pleadings to become a party by 5:00 p.m. on September 10, 2018.

3. This Decision is effective upon its Mailed Date.
