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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions
1. On August 13, 2018, Green Mountain Ski Bus, Inc., doing business as Front Range Ski Bus (Ski Bus), filed a petition for exceptions to the Administrative Law Judge’s recommended decision (No. R18-0629) issued on August 2, 2018.

2. The recommended decision revokes authorities and permits belonging to a number of entities who failed to demonstrate an effective level of financial responsibility as required by § 40-10.1-107, C.R.S. 2017, and Rule 6007, Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6.

3. Ski Bus was one of those entities.  

4. We construe Ski Bus’ petition for exceptions as asking the Commission to reject the recommended decision as it pertains to revoking Ski Bus’ certificate of public convenience and necessity (CPCN).  As support for this request, Ski Bus asserts that it ceased operations on June 15, 2018 and is currently in negotiations to transfer its CPCN to another entity; that it needs additional time to complete that transaction, and, to that end, is seeking (in another proceeding) to suspend its CPCN from July 14 to December 31 of this year.  

5. CPCN No. 55822 authorizes:
Transportation of 
passengers in call-and-demand shuttle and charter service 
between all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Denver, Douglas, and Jefferson, State of Colorado, on the one hand, and all points in the Counties of Clear Creek, Eagle, Grand, and Summit, State of Colorado, on the other hand; and 

Transportation of 
passengers in call-and-demand shuttle service 
between all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Denver, and Douglas, State of Colorado, on the one hand, and 18300 West Alameda Parkway, Red Rocks Park and Amphitheater, Morrison, Colorado, on the other hand.

6. In light of the circumstances presented, we grant the exceptions as construed above.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Exceptions to Recommended Decision No. R18-0629 filed by Green Mountain Ski Bus, Inc., doing business as Front Range Ski Bus on August 13, 2018 are granted consistent with the discussion above.

2. In all other respects, the Commission adopts Recommended Decision 
No. R18-0629.

3. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114, C.R.S. 2017, within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration, begins on the first day following the effective date of this Decision.

4. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
