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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a reduced payment of Civil Penalty Assessment Notice (CPAN) No. 122440 by Ramblin’ Express Inc. (Respondent).

2. On September 20, 2018, the Respondent was served CPAN No. 122440 by delivery of a certified letter through the United States Postal Service.  

3. The CPAN alleges one violation of 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 
723-6-6208(a) of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, and describes the offense as “No regulated scheduled common carrier shall operate in conflict with its approved time schedule (Time Schedule No. 2).  The listed fine total is $1,265.00 with a reduced penalty amount of $632.50 if paid within ten calendar days.  The fine total includes the 15 percent surcharge as required by § 24-34-108, C.R.S.

4. The Respondent made a payment of $632.50 (the reduced penalty amount if paid prior to becoming a complaint) on October 9, 2018.  The payment method was made by the Respondent via telephone call to the Public Utilities Commission and providing a credit card number.  The payment was accepted by Commission Staff and identified by confirmation no. 83687468.

5. In accordance with § 40-7-116(d)(I), C.R.S., if the person cited does not pay the prescribed penalty within ten days after the issuance of the notice, the civil penalty assessment notice constitutes a complaint to appear before the Commission.  The person cited shall contact the Commission on or before the time and date specified in the notice to set the complaint for a hearing on the merits in accordance with § 40-6-109, C.R.S.  If the person cited fails to contact the Commission on or before the time and date specified, the Commission shall set the complaint for hearing.

6. Commission records of this Proceeding do not indicate that the Respondent contacted the Public Utilities Commission prior to the submission of the payment of $632.50 on October 9, 2018.

7. The CPAN contains notice stating “If you fail to pay the prescribed penalty within 10 calendar days after your receipt of the Civil Penalty Assessment Notice, this document will convert into a Notice of Complaint to Appear.  If you fail to contact the Commission to schedule the hearing by 5:00 p.m. of the 15th day after your receipt of this Civil Penalty Assessment Notice, the Commission will set the hearing date and notify you of the hearing date”.

8. As payment was not received within ten days of receipt, the CPAN became a Notice of Complaint to Appear on October 1, 2018.  As such, in accordance with statutory requirements, the Respondent is required to pay the full total amount shown in the “Total Amount” section of the CPAN ($1,265.00) or the Notice of Complaint to Appear will be scheduled for a hearing.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Ramblin’ Express Inc. shall pay $632.50 to the Public Utilities Commission within ten days of the mailed date of this Decision.  The $632.50 payment, combined with the $632.50 payment already made on October 9, 2018 would satisfy the full amount listed in Notice of Complaint to Appear No. 122440.

2. Should Ramblin’ Express Inc. fail to pay $632.50 within ten days of the mailed date of this Decision, the Notice of Complaint to Appear shall be referred to an Administrative Law Judge to be set for hearing.

3. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
