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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On October 18, 2018, Qwest Corporation, doing business as CenturyLink QC (CenturyLink or Company) filed its request for an additional waiver or variance from the requirements of Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-2-2143(a)(II) of the Rules Regulating Telecommunications Services and Providers of Telecommunications Services (Second Petition). 

2. In its Second Petition, CenturyLink requests a partial waiver or variance, in that the deadline for filing the 911 diversity plan required by Rule 2143(a)(II) be extended from November 2, 2018, as permitted by Decision No. C18-0719, issued August 23, 2018, through January 9, 2019.   

3. CenturyLink includes that it initially requested a variance to set the deadline for submitting the Rule 2143 diversity plan so that it fell after CenturyLink submitted its diversity audit to the Federal Communications Commission. However, it further includes that in consideration of the procedural status of the proposed settlement in Proceeding 
No. 17AL-0487T, the Company believes extending the deadline further is appropriate. 

4. CenturyLink represents that, if approved, the tariff proposed in Proceeding No. 17AL-0487T would initiate the provisioning of a new basic emergency service network. It includes that, the consideration of how best to provision diversity going forward “will necessarily be dependent on whether and when an [emergency service network or “ESInet”] will be deployed, and how long the current E911 network will remain in use.”
 It states that those issues “cannot be known at least until the Commission decides the issues in”
 Proceeding No. 17AL-0487T.

5. We agree that an extension of the filing deadline to allow CenturyLink to include considerations of potential determinations in Proceeding No. 17AL-0487T is prudent. An extension through January 9, 2019, allows the potential for determinations, and at the same time does not unduly extend the filing date. We therefore grant the requested extension through January 9, 2019. 
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:
1. The request for waiver or variance filed October 18, 2018, by Qwest Corporation, doing business as CenturyLink QC, requesting an additional extension through January 9, 2019, to submit its diversity plan required pursuant to Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 
723-2-2143(a)(II), is granted, consistent with the above.
