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I. by the commission

A. Statement

1. This Decision establishes a shortened notice and intervention period for the petition of the Colorado Department of Transportation (CDOT), filed on November 5, 2018, seeking Commission approval to re-assign all calls coming to dialing code 5-1-1 to the 
number 1-877-315-7623 (ROAD) only, and to drop the local (303-639-1111) number and second toll-free number (877-888-3365) (Petition). 

2. Requests for intervention, including a notice of intervention by right of the Staff of the Public Utilities Commission (Staff), shall be filed by November 21, 2018.

B. Discussion

3. In the Petition, CDOT requests a variance from the notice requirements in 
Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure 723-1-1206(d) in order to expedite consideration of the Petition. CDOT explains it wants to complete the transfer from the three current telephone numbers to the one telephone number by November 30, 2018. CDOT requests a waiver of response time and a 30-day notice period, in order to complete the entire process by the November 30 date.

C. Findings and Conclusions

4. Pursuant to Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1003(a), the Commission may, for good cause shown, grant waivers or variances from its rules. Pursuant to Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1003(b), if a petition requests a waiver or variance to be effective less than 40 days after the date of filing, the petition must include a request to waive or shorten the Commission notice and intervention period prescribed in Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1206(d).

5. We find good cause to rule on CDOT’s request promptly. Further, we find no party will be prejudiced by waiving response time. 

6. We find that good cause exists to grant CDOT’s request for a shortened notice and intervention period. We find a shortened notice period expiring at 5:00 p.m. on November 21, 2018, is appropriate. The intervention period will run concurrent to the notice period. Interventions, including a notice of intervention by right of Staff, shall be due at 5:00 p.m. on November 21, 2018.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Response time to the request by the Colorado Department of Transportation (CDOT) to shorten the Commission notice and intervention period is waived.

2. The request by CDOT to shorten the Commission notice period is granted. The notice period for the petition, filed on November 5, 2018, seeking Commission approval to 
re-assign all calls coming to dialing code 5-1-1 to the number 1-877-315-7623 (ROAD) only, and to drop the local (303-639-1111) number and second toll-free number (877-888-3365) (Petition), shall extend through 5:00 p.m. on November 21, 2018.
3. Any person desiring to intervene or participate as a party, including Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission, shall file a petition for leave to intervene, or file other appropriate pleadings under the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, no later than 5:00 p.m. on November 21, 2018. Alternatively, persons who do not wish to intervene or become a party, but desire to file comments, may send written comments addressed to the Public Utilities Commission, 1560 Broadway, Suite 250, Denver, Colorado 80202.

4. All persons who file an objection, notice of intervention as of right, motion to permissively intervene, or any other appropriate pleading shall do so in accordance with the instructions set forth in the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure and this Decision.
5. The Commission may consider the Petition without a hearing if no notice of intervention as of right or motion to permissively intervene is timely filed, or no notice of intervention as of right or motion to permissively intervene requests a hearing or contests or opposes the Petition.
