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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions
1. On November 1, 2018, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service 
or Company) filed a Motion for Approval of an Alternative Form of Notice (Motion) that will apply to Advice Letter No. 1778-Electric.  Public Service states that, by Advice Letter 
No. 1778-Electric, the Company seeks to revise Transmission Cost Adjustment (TCA) rates, effective January 1, 2019, as required by the provisions of the TCA tariff in the Company’s Colorado P.U.C. No. 8 – Electric Tariff, Commission Decision No. C07-1085, mailed on December 24, 2007, in Proceeding No. 07A-339E, and Commission Decision No. C15-0292, mailed on March 31, 2015, in Proceeding No. 14AL-0660E.  

2. The Company states that, through its advice letter filing, it is complying with existing tariff provisions and Commission orders to update the TCA rates annually.  Consequently, it claims there are no substantive issues in dispute and the only issue is whether the Company has provided correct calculations based on previous Commission decisions.  The Company asserts that the notice that the Company proposes through its Motion will be sufficient to notify parties that may be interested in checking the calculation.

3. On November 6, 2018, Public Service filed an amendment to Advice 
No. 1778-Electric (Amendment). Through the Amendment, the Company provides corrected customer bill impact calculations as a result of the change in the TCA rates. The Company states that it inadvertently calculated the customer impacts using an incorrect General Rate Schedule Adjustment in the initial filing.

4. The Company includes in its Amendment that it will also correct the legal notice that was provided as Attachment 1 to the Motion. A copy of the corrected notice is attached to the Amendment. The Company also represents that it will correct the customer impacts in the bill onsert included with customer bills, and provide the corrected notice to Public Service electric 
e-bill customers via email. The Company states, however, that there is no change to the proposed tariff sheets that were provided with Advice Letter No. 1778-Electric in the Amendment. 
5. Therefore, by its Motion as subsequently corrected in the Amendment, Public Service seeks authorization to use the following alternative forms of notice: 


(a)
filing of the tariff change with the Commission, and keeping open for inspection, Advice Letter No. 1778-Electric; 


(b)
publishing a legal notice in a newspaper of general circulation 
for the service territory: (i) The Denver Post for two consecutive Sundays; December 2 and 9, 2018; 


(c)
providing the notice as a bill onsert for all Public Service customers’ electric bills expected to be delivered over the course of approximately five weeks commencing approximately two weeks after this filing; 


(d)
providing the notice to Public Service electric e-bill customers via email for all Public Service customers’ electric bills expected to be delivered over the course of approximately five weeks commencing approximately two weeks after this filing; and 


(e)
posting a copy of the filing on the Xcel Energy website.

6. Public Service states that it plans to go forward with this alternative form of notice.  Should the Commission deny this Motion, the Company states it will provide additional notice consistent with the Commission’s order. 

7. Public Service states that good cause exists for the alternative form of notice. The Company claims the notice requested is the most expeditious and economic means of providing notice of the proposed tariff provisions of Advice Letter No. 1778-Electric.  In addition to filing the tariff change with the Commission and keeping it open for public inspection, this proposed form of notice will provide direct notice to all retail electric customers by means of: (1) bill onsert mailing; (2) email to e-bill customers; and (3) publication of a Legal Notice in The Denver Post during the first 20 days of the 30-day period prior to the January 1, 2019, effective date.  

8. Pursuant to § 40-3-104(1)(c)(I)(D), C.R.S., and 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1207(b) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, a utility may request to provide alternative forms of public notice of its advice letter filing proposing amendments to its tariffs.  We find that the alternative form of notice proposed by Public Service, as corrected in the Amendment with the appropriate calculations, is reasonable with respect to its stakeholders and its general body of electric ratepayers.  

9. We therefore find good cause to grant the alternative form of notice as requested by Public Service with the corrected calculations in the Amendment. Notice shall be updated to include the calculations provided in the Amendment regarding corrected customer bill impacts as a result of the proposed change in the TCA rates. 

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion for Approval of an Alternative Form of Notice and for Waiver of Response Time filed on November 1, 2018, by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) requesting approval of an alternative form of notice that will apply to Advice Letter No. 1778-Electric is granted, as amended through Public Service’s November 6, 2018, filing, consistent with the discussion above.

2. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
