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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On November 16, 2018, Yohannes Kalewold, the owner of The Rockies Transportation Service LLC, doing business as City Taxi (Applicant), filed a request that the Commission grant a 30-day extension to comply with the terms of Decision No. C18-0747 (Decision).  The requested extension is denied, consistent with the discussion below. 
B. Findings and Conclusions
2. On July 5, 2018, Applicant filed an application for common carrier authority to transport passengers in call-and-demand taxi service between all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Broomfield, Denver, Douglas, and Jefferson, State of Colorado.  The proceeding was uncontested; and thus, it was determined without a hearing.
3. On September 11, 2018, the Commission issued the Decision and granted the application, subject to Applicant’s full compliance with the requirements contained in the Decision.  Notably, at paragraph 10, the Decision stated that:
If Applicant fails to comply with the prerequisites required by Ordering Paragraph No. 4 within 60 days of the effective date of the Decision, the requested CPCN will be deemed denied and Applicant will not be granted the requested permanent authority; the CPCN shall not be issued; and Applicant shall not be permitted to operate under the requested CPCN authority. No further action of the Commission is required.

4. Ordering Paragraph No. 4 outlined six standard safety and regulatory steps that the Applicant needed to take before the certificate of public convenience and necessity (CPCN) would be granted.  
5. The Decision became effective on its mailed date of September 11, 2018. Applicant therefore needed to complete the steps outlined in Paragraph 4, or ask for additional time to comply with the Decision, no later than 60 days from its effective date, which was November 13, 2018.  Applicant did neither of those two things.  On November 16, 2018, Applicant filed this request for an additional 30 days.  

6. Because the Applicant filed this request for additional time after the 60-day deadline, it is untimely.  As set forth in the Decision, without a timely request for an extension, the requested CPCN is deemed denied at the end of the 60-day deadline.  

7. Further still, even if it were timely filed, Applicant fails to show good cause for an extension.  Applicant indicates that it needs more time to receive insurance quotes, obtain vehicle inspections, and for “other” reasons.  The Applicant fails to show progress towards any of the requirements listed in the Decision and does not provide any reason for the delay.  Not only is the filing untimely, but it does not demonstrate good cause for an extension in these circumstances.  

8. The late-filed request for extension is denied.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The request of The Rockies Transportation Service LLC, doing business as City Taxi, filed on November 16, 2018, that the Commission grant a 30-day extension for it to complete the requirements set forth in Decision No. C18-0747 is denied, consistent with the discussion above.

2. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.

B. ADOPTED IN COMMISSIONERS' WEEKLY MEETING
November 21, 2018.
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� House Bill 18-1320, effective in August 8, 2018, significantly revised potential taxicab service that may be authorized in Colorado.  Among its revisions, starting January 1, 2019, the law requires the Commission to remove “large market” taxi authority currently authorized by CPCNs.  § 40-10.1-203(2)(c)(III), C.R.S.  Even if we had granted the extension, Applicant would have, at most, one month to provide taxi service under the requested CPCN.  Taxi service in the requested areas after January 1, 2019, requires a permit and includes minimum vehicles in the motor carrier’s fleet.  § 40-10.1-702(4)(b), C.R.S.  While this did not inform our decision in this matter, we include this discussion to highlight the significant changes brought about by the new law.
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
