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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On December 4, 2018, Prospect Mountain Water Company (Prospect Mountain) filed an application for approval of a refund plan.
 By this Decision, we grant Prospect Mountain’s requests for approval of an alternative form of notice for this application and for a shortened notice period. 

B. Findings and Conclusions

2. On December 4, 2018, Prospect Mountain filed this application for approval of a refund plan to credit customers amounts overcharged in 2017 and 2018. The proposed refund plan would provide customers a bill credit of $35.42 in two consecutive bills. The intended effective date is December 17, 2018.  

3. Prospect Mountain also filed, on December 4, 2018, an application to change the purchased water true up component of its tariff on less-than-statutory notice (docketed as  Proceeding No. 18L-0855W), effective December 17, 2018. 
4. Prospect Mountain requests approval of an alternative form of notice for both of these applications. Prospect Mountain proposes to send customers a letter informing them of both proposed changes and describing the results. Exhibit E to this application contains the proposed notice letter. Prospect Mountain requests the Commission find that providing this notice letter to customers via first class mail constitutes an appropriate alternative form of notice pursuant to the Commission’s rules and § 40-3-104, C.R.S.     

5. We find Prospect Mountain’s proposed alternative form of notice is sufficient and will be granted. 

6. Prospect Mountain also requests the Commission shorten the notice period for this refund plan application, to five days, through 5:00 p.m. on Monday, December 10, 2018. Prospect Mountain explains this shortened notice period is necessary so the refund plan can be put into effect concurrent with the new purchased water true up charge and thereby lower the impact on customer bills (from $128.85 per two month billing cycle, to $93.43). 

7. We grant Prospect Mountain’s request to shorten the notice period for this application and to waive response time to this request. Requests for intervention shall be due on December 10, 2018. 
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The request of Prospect Mountain Water Company, filed on December 4, 2018, for approval of an alternative form of notice for its proposed refund plan, is granted, consistent with the discussion above. 

2. The request of Prospect Mountain Water Company, filed on December 4, 2018, for a shortened notice period, is granted and response time to this request is waived. The notice period for the application shall extend through and including 5:00 p.m. on December 10, 2018.
3. Any person desiring to intervene or participate as a party in this proceeding shall file a petition for leave to intervene, or under the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, file other appropriate pleadings to become a party by 5:00 p.m., on December 10, 2018. Alternatively, persons who do not wish to intervene or become a party, but desire to file comments, may send written comments addressed to the Public Utilities Commission, 1560 Broadway, Suite 250, Denver, Colorado 80202.

4. This Decision is effective upon its Mailed Date.
