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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On December 4, 2018, Prospect Mountain Water Company, Inc. (Prospect Mountain) filed an application to change the purchased water true up component of its tariff on less than statutory notice, effective December 17, 2018 (Application).
 The Application also seeks a waiver of Rule 5002(b)(IX), 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-5, of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Water, and Combined Water and Sewer Utilities. 

2. By this Decision, we grant the Application, including the requests for a rule waiver and waiver of response time to that request.  

B. Findings and Conclusions

3. Prospect Mountain is an operating public utility subject to the jurisdiction of this Commission and is engaged in, inter alia, the purchase and distribution of water in its certificated area within the State of Colorado.
4. On December 4, 2018, Prospect Mountain filed this Application to change the purchased water true up charge component of its tariff on less-than-statutory notice, effective December 17, 2018. Prospect Mountain on the same date filed an application for approval of a refund plan (docketed as Proceeding No. 18A-0854W) that would provide a bill credit to customers and partially defray the purchased water true up charge. 
5. A request for an alternative form of notice was granted by Decision 
No. C18-1103-I, issued on December 7, 2018. 

6. In support of this Application, Prospect Mountain explains that its bankruptcy trustee experienced a medical emergency during the last billing cycle, which caused a delay in billing paperwork. Prospect Mountain states that, in addition, the Town of Estes Park has been replacing meters, beginning mid-July, which also caused a delay in billing, although these upgrades will eventually enhance billing accuracy. 

7. The Commission finds good cause to allow the proposed increases to become effective on less-than-statutory notice. 

8. In the Application, Prospect Mountain requests a waiver of Rule 4 CCR 
723-5-5002(b)(IX), which requires audited financial statements in a less-than-statutory notice application. Prospect Mountain notes it has been operated by a bankruptcy trustee for years, and it does not have such statements and to create such statements would create an undue financial hardship ultimately borne by customers. Prospect Mountain agrees to provide any specific information request by the Commission in conjunction with this Application. 

9. The Commission finds good cause to grant the requested rule waiver and to waive response time to that request. 
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application filed on December 4, 2018, by Prospect Mountain Water Company, Inc. (Prospect Mountain) to change the purchased water true up component of its tariff on less-than-statutory notice (Application), is deemed complete. 

2. The Application is granted. 

3. Prospect Mountain’s request for a waiver of Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-5-5002(b)(IX) is granted, and response time to this request is waived. 

4. Prospect Mountain is authorized to file, on not less than two days’ notice, in a separate Advice Letter and Tariff proceeding, the tariffs attached as Appendix A and made a part of this Decision. These tariffs shall be effective as of December 17, 2018.  

5. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114, C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the effective date of this Decision.
6. This Decision is effective upon its Mailed Date.
