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I. by the commission

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an application amendment (Amendment) filed by the Colorado Department of Transportation (CDOT) on behalf of the Town of Eaton (Eaton) on December 14, 2018, seeking approval of a relocation of the approved signal bungalow location at the crossing of 5th Street with the Union Pacific Railroad Company (UPRR), at railroad mile post 59.33 on the UPRR Greeley Subdivision, National Inventory No. 804855W, in Eaton, County of Weld, State of Colorado. 

2. As grounds for the Amendment, CDOT states that UPRR initiated construction and determined the proposed bungalow location approved in the southeast quadrant of the crossing has numerous utility conflicts.  CDOT and UPRR are proposing to relocate the proposed bungalow to the southwest quadrant of the crossing to avoid the utility conflicts as shown in Exhibit A to the Amendment.  Exhibit B to the Amendment shows the schematic diagram with the new bungalow location.

3. CDOT states they have conferred with UPRR and can represent that UPRR does not oppose and does support the requested Amendment and requests waiver of response time to the Amendment.

4. Now being fully advised in the matter, we grant the Amendment.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application amendment filed by the Colorado Department of Transportation), on behalf of the Town of Eaton on December 14, 2018, seeking approval of a relocation of the approved signal bungalow location at the crossing of 5th Street with the Union Pacific Railroad Company (UPRR), at railroad mile post 59.33 on the UPRR Greeley Subdivision, National Inventory No. 804855W, in Eaton, County of Weld, State of Colorado is granted.

2. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114, C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration, begins on the first day following the effective date of this Decision.

3. The Commission retains jurisdiction to enter further decisions as necessary.
