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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Petition for Waiver/Variance of Regulated Intrastate Carrier Rules filed on December 5, 2018 by Rasier, LLC (Petitioner).  The Petitioner requests a partial waiver of, or variance from the 3” minimum standard for vehicle markings as stated in the Rules Regulating Transportation Network Companies, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-6-6719, to 2.64”.
2. The Commission noticed this petition to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on December 17, 2018
.

3. No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in this proceeding has been filed.  This proceeding is therefore uncontested.  Pursuant to § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., this matter may be determined without a hearing.

4. In accordance with Rule 1003 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 
723-1, the Commission may grant waivers from Commission rules for good cause. In making a determination, the Commission may take into account, but is not limited to, considerations of hardship, equity, or more effective implementation of overall policy on an individual basis.

5. Rule 6719, 4 CCR 723-6, states “A Transportation Network Company (TNC) shall require that a driver displays the TNC’s vehicle marking in or on the personal vehicle while logged in to a TNC’s digital network.  The TNC shall file a description and location of vehicle markings that drivers are required to display.  Vehicle marking shall be readily visible during daylight hours from the front or passenger side of the vehicle at a distance of 50 feet, but in no case be less than three inches tall.”

6. The Petitioner currently holds an active TNC permit (TNC-00001) from the Public Utilities Commission and therefore must meet minimum requirements of Rules Regulating Transportation Network Companies, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-6.

7. In support of this Petition, petitioner states that the reason for the change to the trade dress is to be consistent with its trade dress throughout most of the United States, thus creating consistency for customers.  The petitioner states the new trade dress is 2.64” inches tall but is readily visible during daylight hours at a distance of 50 feet.
8. Petitioner submitted photographs of the new trade dress.  The photographs confirm the trade dress clearly identifies the Petitioner and is of a size that would be visible from 50 feet. 

9. In consideration of the support submitted with this petition, the Commission finds that good cause has been shown to grant a permanent waiver/variance of Rule 6719 allowing the petitioner to use trade dress of a height of 2.64”.  The waiver/variance is granted for a period beginning on the mailed date of this Decision.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The petition of Rasier LLC for a permanent partial waiver or variance from Rule 6719 of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6, is granted from the mailed date of this Decision.  This permanent variance shall be effective so long as the petitioner’s permit remains valid.
2. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Decision.

3. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
