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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a petition filed on January 11, 2019 by Colorado Mobile Music Inc. (Petitioner), to shorten the Commission notice and intervention period to five days (Shortened Notice Request).  The Shortened Notice Request was submitted concurrently with a petition for a waiver from Rule 6305(b) of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-6 (Petition).

B. Findings and Conclusions

2. Rule 1206(d) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1, states that “Unless shortened by Commission decision or rule, the intervention period for notice mailed by the Commission shall expire 30 days after the mailing date.”
3. In the Petition, the waiver is requested to be effective from January 9, 2019 through January 20, 2023.  Petitioner concurrently requested that the notice and intervention period be shortened to five days. 

4. We find that good cause exists to grant Petitioner’s Shortened Notice Request.  The petition will be placed on the next transportation notice (January 21, 2019).  Notices to intervene as of right or motions to permissively intervene in this proceeding must be filed with the Commission no later than 5:00 p.m., January 28, 2019.  
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The request by Colorado Mobile Music Inc., to shorten the notice and intervention period for its petition for a waiver from Rule 6305(b) of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6, to five days is granted.

2. The petition will be placed on the next transportation notice on January 21, 2019.  Any person desiring to intervene or participate as a party in this proceeding, including Staff of the Commission, shall file a petition for leave to intervene, or under the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, file other appropriate pleadings to become a party, within five days of the petition publication. 

3. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
