I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions
1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a second request to extend the time to file exceptions to Decision No. R18-1126, issued by Administrative Law Judge Steven H. Denman in these consolidated proceedings on December 13, 2018. By this Decision, we grant the motion filed on January 15, 2019, by San Isabel Electric Association, Inc. (San Isabel) requesting that we further extend the time to file exceptions to Decision 
No. R18-1126.

2. By Decision No. C19-0001, issued January 2, 2019, we granted San Isabel’s first request for extension of time to file exceptions to Decision No. R18-1126, moving the deadline from January 2, 2019, to January 18, 2019. The reasons given for that first request were the complexities of these interrelated proceedings, the intervening holidays, and San Isabel’s counsel’s deadlines in other civil litigation matters.

3. In this second motion for extension of time, San Isabel requests an additional extension of seven days, to January 25, 2019, to file exceptions. San Isabel explains that it requests this extension because, due to a family emergency, its lead counsel had to leave town on January 11, 2019, for an indeterminate amount of time and has only limited ability to work remotely. 

4. San Isabel indicates that it conferred with the other parties, Black Hills Colorado Electric, Inc. and AltaGas Renewable Energy Colorado LLC, and they take no position regarding the requested additional extension of time. San Isabel claims the other parties will not be prejudiced if the extension is granted. 

5. Exceptions are currently due January 18, 2019. The Commission may authorize an extension of time to file exceptions where the request is made within the existing period to file exceptions. § 40-6-109(2), C.R.S.

6. We find that San Isabel has demonstrated good cause to grant its motion to extend the time to file exceptions to Decision No. R18-1126 to January 25, 2019. This extension of time to file exceptions shall be afforded to all parties in this proceeding.

7. On our own motion, we waive remaining response time to the motion.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The motion filed on January 15, 2019, by San Isabel Electric Association, Inc. requesting that we extend the time to file exceptions to Decision No. R18-1126 to January 25, 2019, is granted for all parties in this proceeding.

2. Remaining response time to the motion is waived.

3. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
