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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Public Utilities Commission (Commission or PUC) for consideration of a Petition by the Towing and Recovery Professionals of Colorado (TRPC) filed on January 16, 2019, for a rulemaking to improve and clarify the Commission’s rules regulating tow carriers, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-6-6500 et. seq. of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, and increase rates. Being fully advised in this matter and consistent with the discussion below, we accept the Petition and set a comment period.

2. The TRPC filed its Petition pursuant to §§ 24-4-103, 40-2-108, 40-6-101, and 
40-10.1-106, C.R.S., and Rules 1304(g) and 1306(a) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 
4 CCR 723-1, which permit any interested person to file a petition for the issuance, amendment, or repeal of a rule.

3. The TRPC notes in the Petition that the last towing carrier rulemaking in Proceeding No. 16R-0095TO resulted in towing carrier rules effective July 15, 2017. The Petition also notes that rules require updating to improve and clarify the existing rules. TRPC proposes 19 amendments or new towing rules to be addressed in a rulemaking and also mentions proposed changes found in the PUC sunset review
 towing carrier rules recommendations. TRPC indicates it will propose further changes as needed and suggests in the Petition “that the Commission has the expertise to address the sunset review concerns.” Petition at p. 1.  The TRPC files the Petition “in an attempt to render the rules more comprehensible to tow carriers, to reduce the differences in understanding between Staff and the carriers, and to reduce transaction costs.” Id. at p. 2.

4. By this Decision, we accept the Petition and will issue a notice of the Petition to interested persons, firms, corporations, government entities, and other impacted parties.

5. Further, we find good cause to invite comments from all stakeholders on whether the Commission should open a rulemaking proceeding to address the issues raised in the Petition, in whole or in part, or whether the Commission should take such other action as may be appropriate regarding the Petition.

6. Interested persons may submit written comments within 30 days after the issuance of the notice, or February 28, 2019. The Commission will determine how to proceed after receiving and reviewing these comments.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That
1. The Petition for Rulemaking by Towing and Recovery Professionals of Colorado filed on January 16, 2019 is accepted.
2. Notice of the Petition will be provided to interested persons, firms, corporations, government entities, and other impacted parties.
