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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1.
On January 15, 2019, Tri-State Generation and Transmission Association, Inc. (Tri-State) filed an Unopposed Motion for Waiver of Page Limitation.  According to Tri-State, Delta-Montrose Electric Association (DMEA) raises complex and novel issues regarding Commission jurisdiction over Tri-State in its Formal Complaint.  As a result, Tri-State will require additional pages over the 30-page limit provided for in Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1-1202(c) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure.


2.
Tri-State maintains that the Commission would benefit from a more thorough discussion of the issues surrounding jurisdiction and in the process promote the effective implementation of overall policy by the Commission pursuant to the provisions of 4 CCR 
723-1-1003.


3.
Tri-State expresses that its Motion to Dismiss provides a complete discussion of the issues raised by DMEA, but is 46 pages in length.  Further, Tri-State proposes that the waiver of the page limit extend only to those portions of its Motion to Dismiss covered by Rule 1202(c), whereupon the waiver will terminate.


4.
We agree with Tri-State that the proceeding would benefit from an opportunity to fully address the issues surrounding Commission jurisdiction in this Formal Complaint by waiving the Rule 1202(c) page limitation pursuant to Rule 1003.  We find that the page limitation waiver proposed by Tri-State is reasonable under the circumstances.  We therefore find good cause to grant the page limitation waiver as requested by Tri-State.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Unopposed Motion for Waiver of Page Limitation filed on January 15, 2019, by Tri-State Generation and Transmission Association, Inc. requesting a waiver of the page limitation for its Motion to Dismiss is granted.
