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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1.
On January 17, 2019, Delta-Montrose Electric Association (DMEA) filed an Unopposed Motion for Extension of Time, Waiver of Page Limitation and Request for Waiver of Response Time (Motion).  DMEA specifically requests a six-day extension up to and including February 4, 2019 for DMEA to file a response to Tri-State Generation and Transmission Association, Inc.’s (Tri-State) Motion to Dismiss; waive the page limitation pursuant to 
Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1-1202(c) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure and allow DMEA up to 50 pages to respond to Tri-State’s Motion to Dismiss; and waive response time to this Motion.


2.
DMEA points out that Tri-State’s Motion to Dismiss is 46 pages in length not including attachments.  Tri-State’s Motion to Dismiss contains numerous arguments dealing with Commission jurisdiction to hear this matter, as well as DMEA’s standing to bring the Formal Complaint.  DMEA is in agreement with Tri-State that the complexity of the issues raised in this proceeding merit a comprehensive analysis by the parties.  In order to accomplish this, DMEA requests a waiver of Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1202(c) in order to exceed the page limitation by up to 50 pages, not including attachments, in order to adequately respond to Tri-State’s Motion to Dismiss.


3.
DMEA states that while it seeks a full waiver under Rule 1202(c), it seeks a limit to the duration of its request for waiver to apply only to its response to Tri-State’s Motion to Dismiss. Further, DMEA represents that its response will not exceed 50 pages.  Finally, DMEA also seeks a waiver of response time to its Motion, as it is unopposed.


4.
We agree with DMEA that it is appropriate to grant it a six-day extension to file its response to Tri-State’s Motion to Dismiss; and waive the page limitation by waiving the Rule 1202(c) page limitation pursuant to Rule 1003 and allow DMEA up to 50 pages to respond; and, waive response time to its Motion.  We find that the requests proposed by DMEA to be reasonable under the circumstances.  We therefore find good cause to grant the six-day extension of time up to and including February 4, 2019 to respond to Tri-State’s Motion to Dismiss; waive the page limitation to its response and allow DMEA up to 50 pages; and waive response time to its Motion.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Unopposed Motion for Extension of Time, Waiver of Page Limitation up to and including 50 pages, and Request for Waiver of Response Time filed on January 17, 2019, by Delta-Montrose Electric Association is granted.
