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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions
1. On January 29, 2019, All City Cab, Green Taxi, Freedom Cab, Denver Taxi, Alpine Taxi, Mile High Cab, and Union Taxi (Taxi Providers) filed what it terms a “Motion for Additional Extension of Time for Rehearing, Reconsideration, and Reargument filed by Named Providers of Taxi and Taxi-Type Service and Related Request that the Commission set a Hearing in Connection with the Commission’s having Granted Rehearing in this Docket” (Motion).
2. The Taxi Providers state that they have retained a certified public accountant to assist with a study regarding taxi operators’ required hours of service regulations.  The Taxi Providers request that the Commission establish a hearing date to permit the economic modeling exercise being developed by their witness to be presented.  

3. The Taxi Providers also request an additional extension of time beyond January 31, 2019 in order to allow their witness sufficient time to prepare.  According to the Motion, the witness is currently occupied with the preparation of income tax returns and therefore more time is required in order to present any evidence regarding Rule 6100, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6, of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle.  

4. According to the Taxi Providers, it is their belief that the Commission granted previous parties’ requests for additional time within which to present the motions on or before January 31, 2019.

5. The Taxi Providers do not indicate a specific date for an extension of time to file its evidence.  Instead, they merely indicate that individual income tax returns must be filed between January 1, 2019 and April 15, 2019, and corporate income tax returns must be filed by June 15, 2019.  

6. Previously, we granted the applications for rehearing, reargument or reconsideration (RRR) filed by Mr. John Hafer of A Custom Coach and by Mr. Luke Stone.  These RRR applications were granted by Decision No. C19-0096, issued on January 28, 2019 for the sole purpose of tolling the statutory time limit under § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., by which the Commission is to issue a decision on an application within 30 days of its filing date.  

7. Again, in Decision No. C19-0129, issued January 31, 2019, we granted the application for RRR filed by the Colorado Limousine Association on January 24, 2019.  As before in Decision C19-0096 this application for RRR was granted for the sole purpose of tolling the 30-day time limit in which the Commission is required to issue a decision on the RRR.

8. Now, the Taxi Providers request time beyond January 31, 2019 in which to formulate evidence they are developing, and for the Commission to establish a hearing date to permit that evidence to be presented by their witness.  

9. The relief requested by the Taxi Providers is somewhat convoluted.  As we indicated in our previous Decisions, we granted the parties’ RRR filings for the sole purpose of tolling the statutory time limit in which the Commission must issue a decision.  We did so in order to coordinate the filings that we construed as RRR so that we could consider them all at the same time.  We set the deadline for filing applications for RRR to January 31, 2019.  It now appears that the Taxi Providers wish to extend that deadline, but give no specific date to which they wish it extended.  They also request that we establish a hearing date for them to present any evidence derived from their witnesses’ economic modeling.  

10. We are loathe to grant the relief as requested by the Taxi Providers.  Under the provisions of § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., the Commission reviews an application for RRR to determine if rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration is warranted.  If the Commission finds that rehearing is warranted, in its Decision passing on an application for RRR, it provides notice to the parties that a rehearing will be held.  Here, the Taxi Providers request that we set the matter for rehearing without providing support for that request.  This we will not do. 

11. Rather, we will grant the Taxi Providers’ request for an extension of time to file their application for RRR which sets forth the argument that rehearing is required.  However, we will not delay this matter anymore than is necessary, and will grant a limited extension of time to ten days from the effective date of this Decision.  Upon the filing of the Taxi Providers’ RRR application, we will take up all the RRR filings and render a decision as to whether we will conduct a rehearing, or render a decision based solely on the merits of the pleadings.  Therefore, the Taxi Providers’ request to set a date for rehearing at this time is denied.

12. Response time to the Motion will be waived.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion filed on January 29, 2019, by All City Cab, Green Taxi, Freedom Cab, Denver Taxi, Alpine Taxi, Mile High Cab, and Union Taxi (Taxi Providers) requesting Additional Extension of Time for Rehearing, Reconsideration, and Reargument filed by Named Providers of Taxi and Taxi-Type Service and Related Request that the Commission set a Hearing in Connection with the Commission’s having Granted Rehearing in this Docket is granted in part and denied in part consistent with the discussion above.

2. The time in which Taxi Providers may file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration is extended to ten days from the effective date of this Decision.

3. The request to establish a rehearing date sometime in the future is denied consistent with the discussion above.

4. Response time to the Motion is waived.

5. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
