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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions 

1. On January 17, 2019, Ace Express Coaches, LLC (Applicant) filed an application for temporary authority to conduct operations as a contract carrier of passengers by motor vehicle for hire.  An amendment to the application was filed on January 18, 2019. 

2. Applicant requests temporary authority for 180 days to transport passengers within a three-mile radius of the intersection of Queensburg Street and East 99th Avenue, on the one hand, and Concourses A and B of Denver International Airport, on the other hand.  The application is restricted to providing transportation services for the employees and contractors of Turner-Flatiron Joint Venture (TFJV).

3. The Commission gave notice of the application on January 22, 2019, for a period of five days in accordance with § 40-10.1-204(4), C.R.S.

4. There are no interventions opposing a grant of the application.
5. Pursuant to § 40-10.1-204(1), C.R.S., the Commission may, in its discretion and without hearings or other proceedings, grant temporary authority for contract carrier service when “there appears to be an immediate and urgent need to any point or within a territory having no such service capable of meeting the need.”

6. In support of the temporary authority, the requisite customer support letter from TFJV states that it needs to run an employee shuttle in and around the Denver International Airport for the Concourse A and B West Expansion Project.  The letter further states:
[TFJV] requires a professional transportation provider to move work crews to the airside jobsite.  Airside traffic and parking is limited to essential airport operations equipment and personnel.  Bussing our crews to the jobsite is required by our customer and it is the only way to safely and efficiently move the crews dedicated to the job.  
Because there are not alternative transportation options being offered at the airport, TFJV ran a competitive bid process for a transportation provider and we selected [Applicant] due to their experience, safety record, management team, and price.  
Further, workers are scheduled to begin work as early as January 28, 2019, which means our need for transportation is imminent.

7. The Commission finds and concludes that the information submitted with this application shows that an immediate and urgent need for the requested transportation service exists, and there is no other carrier capable of meeting the need.

8. The Commission also finds that Applicant has adequate equipment and financial resources to begin immediate service within the scope of the authority sought, and the application for temporary authority is in the public interest.

9. Applicant is advised that the grant of a temporary authority creates no presumption that a permanent authority will be granted.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Ace Express Coaches, LLC is granted temporary authority to conduct operations as a contract carrier for a period of 180 days commencing from the Mailed Date of this Decision, with authority as set forth in the Appendix attached to this Decision.

2. Ace Express Coaches, LLC shall operate in accordance with all applicable Colorado laws and Commission rules.

3. Ace Express Coaches, LLC shall not commence operation until it has complied with the requirements of Colorado laws and Commission rules, including without limitation:  

(a) 
causing proof of insurance (Form E or self-insurance) or surety bond (Form G) coverage to be filed with the Commission; 

(b)
paying to the Commission, the motor vehicle fee for each vehicle to 
be operated under authority granted by the Commission, or in lieu 
thereof, paid the fee for such vehicle(s) pursuant to the Unified Carrier Registration Agreement; 

(c)
having an effective tariff on file with the Commission [Ace Express Coaches, LLC shall file an advice letter and tariff on not less than one day’s notice. The advice letter and tariff shall be filed as a new Advice Letter proceeding and shall comply with all applicable rules.  In calculating the proposed effective date, the date received at the Commission is not included in the notice period and the entire notice period must expire prior to the effective date]; and

(d)
paying the applicable issuance fee ($5.00).
4. If Ace Express Coaches, LLC does not comply with the requirements of this Decision within 30 days of its effective date, then the temporary authority shall be void.  For good cause shown, the Commission may grant additional time for compliance if the request for additional time is filed within the 30 days.

5. The Commission will notify Ace Express Coaches, LLC in writing when the Commission’s records demonstrate compliance with Ordering Paragraph No. 3.

6. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Decision.

7. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
