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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of Exceptions to Decision No. R19-0133 in Proceeding No. 19C-0017-INS (Exceptions) filed by Colorado Jitney, LLC, doing business as Colorado Jitney (Colorado Jitney) on February 6, 2019.  Being fully advised in this matter and consistent with the discussion below, we deny the Exceptions as moot.

B. Findings

2. Colorado Jitney may, pursuant to Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 55785, provide scheduled, call-and-demand charter and shuttle service between points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Broomfield, Denver, Douglas, and Jefferson, and also between points in these counties and various ski areas in Colorado.
3. Pursuant to § 40-10.1-107, C.R.S., and Rule 6007 (Financial Responsibility) of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6, every motor vehicle carrier of passengers must keep a currently effective proof of financial responsibility on file with the Commission, in the form of proof of liability insurance,
 proof of surety bond, or proof of self-insurance.

4. Colorado Jitney’s liability insurance carrier, Artisan and Truckers Casualty Company, filed a Form K (cancellation of insurance) with the Commission on April 24, 2017.  The Form K indicated that Colorado Jitney’s liability insurance would be cancelled on May 29, 2017.
 

5. Colorado Jitney was sent an Order of Summary Suspension and Complaint and Notice of Hearing (Order) in Proceeding No. 19C-0017-INS on January 4, 2019.  The Order informed Colorado Jitney that a hearing would be held on January 24, 2019.

6. The hearing was held on January 24, 2019.  An Administrative Law Judge subsequently issued Recommended Decision No. R19-0133, which found that Colorado Jitney’s CPCN PUC No. 55785 should be revoked, along with the certificates and permits of a number of other carriers, for failure to maintain proof of financial responsibility.  Recommended Decision No. R19-0133 was mailed on January 31, 2019, and became a decision of the Commission at the close of business on February 20, 2019.

7. Mr. Bradley Doran, the owner of Colorado Jitney, timely submitted exceptions to Decision No. R19-0133 on February 6, 2019.  In the exceptions, Mr. Doran requested “an opportunity to preserve my CPCN and come into compliance with Commission Rules”.
8. However, on February 25, 2019, Mr. Doran filed a request to abandon 
CPCN PUC No. 55785.  This application to abandon CPCN PUC No. 55785 was noticed
 to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on February 25, 2019, for a period of ten days.  The application to abandon CPCN PUC No. 55785 was granted by the Commission at its weekly meeting of March 14, 2019.

C. Conclusions

9. Under § 40-6-112(1), C.R.S., “[t]he commission, at any time upon notice to the public utility affected … may rescind, alter, or amend any decision made by it.  Any decision rescinding, altering, or amending a prior decision, when served upon the public utility affected, shall have the same effect as original decisions.”

10. In consideration that the application to abandon CPCN PUC No. 55785 has been granted, the Commission finds that the exceptions filed by Colorado Jitney should be denied as moot.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Exceptions filed by Colorado Jitney, LLC, doing business as Colorado Jitney to Decision No. R19-0133 requesting that Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55785 not be revoked are denied as moot.

2. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114, C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration begins on the first day following the effective date of this Decision.
