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I. by the commission

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Verified Motion for Permission to Amend Application (Motion) filed by the Regional Transportation District on March 1, 2019, requesting authority to amend its Application to replace Exhibit E sheet 1 of 3 partially, sheet 2 of 3 fully and sheet 3 of 3 fully and amend the Application to state that the maximum anticipated CRT crossing speed will be approximately 79 miles per hour.  

2. There were no responses filed to the Motion.

3. Now being fully advised in the matter, we grant the Motion.

B. Findings of Fact and Conclusions

4. The Motion proposes to replace sheets 1, 2, and 3 of the original Exhibit E to the Application with revised sheets 1, 2, and 3 included in the Motion.  Revised sheet 1 removes the bells from the median flasher units.  Revised sheet 2 includes a five-second buffer time that was not originally included and updated the equipment response time to two seconds, and changes the calculations to base the approach length calculations for the crossing warning times for northbound trains based on a 79-mile per hour speed and southbound trains based on a 48 and 57-mile per hour speed based on the track from which the train is traveling.  Revised sheet 3 is a revised front sheet design of the crossing design updated from the original design included in the original Application and shows smaller gate arms coming from each of the flashing light mechanisms at the right sides of the roadway and from the medians as opposed to just the right sides of the roadways as shown in the original Application.

5. We have reviewed the proposed changes and do not see any safety issues with the proposed changes.

6. We find that good cause exists and that the requirements of public safety are met by granting the Motion consistent with the above discussion.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Verified Motion for Permission to Amend Application filed by the Regional Transportation District on March 1, 2019, requesting authority to amend its Application to replace Exhibit E sheet 1 of 3 partially, sheet 2 of 3 fully and sheet 3 of 3 fully and amend the Application to state that the maximum anticipated CRT crossing speed will be approximately 79 miles per hour is granted.

2. The Commission retains jurisdiction to enter further decisions as necessary.
