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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statements

1. On March 15, 2019, Black Hills Colorado Gas, Inc. (Black Hills or Applicant), filed a verified application.  Applicant seeks a Commission order authorizing it, without formal hearing and on less-than-statutory notice, to place into effect tariffs resulting in an increase to its existing natural gas rates on file with the Commission.  The Application contains all materials required by the Commission’s rules, and is therefore deemed complete.
2. The proposed tariffs are attached to the application and affect Applicant's customers in its Colorado service areas.

3. Black Hills acknowledges that it has read and agrees to abide by the provisions of Rules 4002(b)(IV) through (VI) and Rules 4002(b)(XI)(A) through (C) of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Gas Utilities and Pipeline Operators, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-4.

4. This application for authority to increase rates is made pursuant to § 40-3-104(2), C.R.S., and 4 CCR 723-4-4109(b)(II).

B. Findings of Fact

5. Applicant is an operating public utility subject to the jurisdiction of this Commission and is engaged in, inter alia, the purchase, distribution, transportation, and sale of natural gas for domestic, mechanical, or public uses in its Central and Northeast rate areas in the State of Colorado.

6. Applicant obtains its natural gas supply at wholesale for its entire Colorado Service Area from third party spot market suppliers. All gas supply is transported by Colorado Interstate Gas Company (CIG).  

7. Transportation rates of CIG are regulated by the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission.  The Commission has no jurisdiction over the transportation rates of interstate pipeline company CIG and wholesale rates of suppliers, but we expect Applicant to negotiate the lowest prices for supplies of natural gas that are consistent with the provisions of the Natural Gas Policy Act of 1978, 15 U.S.C. §§ 3301-3432 (Public Law 95-621) and applicable federal regulations or determinations made under applicable federal regulations.

8. The Commission’s Gas Cost Adjustment (GCA) Rules at 4 CCR 723-4-4602(a) require that Black Hills revise its GCA rates to be effective on October 1 of each year.  However, Rule 4603(c) provides that if the projected gas costs have changed from those used to calculate the currently effective gas cost or if a utility’s deferred gas cost balance increases or decreases sufficiently, the utility may file an application to revise its currently effective GCA to reflect such changes, provided that the resulting change to the GCA equates to at least one cent ($0.01) per Mcf or Dth.  
9. Black Hills requested a partial waiver of Commission Rule 4604(d) in order for the Applicant to use data for the deferred portion of the rate based on February 28, 2019 ending data in place of June 30, 2018, ending data per Commission Rule 4604(d).
10. Black Hills’ deferred balance as of February 29, 2017 reflects an under-recovery of $793,432.  
11. Black Hills is proposing to increase the commodity price of gas from a current price of $2.1322 per Dth in Decision No. C18-0941
 effective November 1, 2018 to a price of $2.3770 per Dth.   

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That: 

1. The application filed by Black Hills Colorado Gas, Inc. (Black Hills) on March 15, 2019, for authority to change tariffs on less-than-statutory notice is deemed complete.

2. The application filed by Black Hills for authority to change tariffs on 
less-than-statutory notice is approved.

3. Black Hills is authorized to file, on one day’s notice, the tariffs attached as Appendix A and made a part of this Decision, to be effective on or after their effective date of April 1, 2019.
4. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114, C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration begins on the first day following the effective date of this Decision.

5. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
