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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On September 5, 2018, the Commission opened Proceeding No. 18M-0612T in order to allocate funds from the Colorado Performance Assurance Plan (CPAP) Tier 2 fund to meet the State of Colorado (State) matching fund requirement as part of the 2018 Federal 911 Grant Program. By the same Decision opening the Proceeding, the Commission designated $1 million from the CPAP Tier 2 fund for that purpose.

2. On March 28, 2019, the grant application was submitted. In response, the federal agency administering the grant, the National Telecommunications and Information Administration, notified Commission Staff that the matching funds that had been designated were insufficient to obtain the full federal award for which the State is eligible. Specifically, they notified the Commission that the matching requirement of the grant program is 40 percent of the total project costs, not of the federal award. In order to receive the full federal award of $2,410,516, non-federal funds in the amount of $1,607,011 are required, or $607,011 more than the Commission had previously designated.  Further, the federal 911 Program Office Administrator notified Commission Staff that the State has until April 16, 2019 to file a corrected application.

3. Without the designation of additional matching funds, the maximum federal grant award for which the State will be eligible is $1.5 million, for a total project budget of $2.5 million. With sufficient matching funds in order to receive the full $2,410,516 of which the State is eligible, the total project budget would be $4,017,526.

II. FINDINGS AND CONCLUSIONS

4. In order to maximize the benefit to the 911 governing bodies and Public Safety Answering Points of the State that will be the beneficiaries of this grant program, we find that the use of an additional $650,000 from the CPAP Tier 2 fund to serve as matching funds for the federal 911 Grant Program for Statewide Next Generation 911 is in the public interest and is consistent with the previous decision
 designating the initial $1 million in matching funds and Section 9.3 of the CPAP. We further find that a sufficient balance will remain in the CPAP Tier 2 fund after the allocation to cover any ongoing CPAP administrative expenses.

III. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

The amount of $650,000 shall be apportioned from the Colorado Performance Assurance Plan (CPAP) Tier 2 fund to use as matching funds of the application for federal 

1. 911 Grant Program matching funding for Colorado. This is in addition to the initial $1 million in matching funding apportioned from the CPAP Tier 2 fund by Decision No. C18-0751.

2. CPAP Tier 2 funds are to be used by Colorado 911 Governing Bodies/Public Safety Answering Points only for 911 Grant Program eligible expenses and no other purposes.

3. Any CPAP Tier 2 funds that are not needed to meet the grant match requirement once the exact 911 Grant Program eligible amount for Colorado is determined shall be returned to the CPAP Tier 2 Fund.

4. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114, C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration begins on the first day following the effective date of this Decision.

5. This Decision is effective upon its Mailed Date.
