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I. by the commission

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Public Utilities Commission (Commission or PUC) for consideration of a Motion for Extension of Time (Motion) filed by the BNSF Railway Company (BNSF) on April 15, 2019, requesting a one-week extension of time to April 22, 2019 to respond to the Motion to Request Commission Relief with Regard to BNSF’s Provision of Signal Estimate and Schematic Diagram with Modified Advance Preemption Calculation filed by the City of Louisville (Louisville) on April 1, 2019.

2. As grounds, BNSF states that its counsel was scheduled to be in a two-day hearing at the PUC in another matter beginning on Monday, April 15, 2019.  That hearing was rescheduled to May 9, 2019 by Decision No. R19-0337-I in Proceeding No. 18A-0809R on April 15, 2019.  

3. BNSF has conferred with Louisville regarding this Motion and Louisville does not oppose this Motion.  BNSF states Louisville will not be harmed or unfairly prejudiced by the extension of time as Louisville was also tied up in hearing preparation last week for the same hearing as BNSF.

4. Now being fully advised in the matter, we grant the Motion for extension of time. 

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion for Extension of Time (Motion) filed by the BNSF Railway Company (BNSF) on April 15, 2019, requesting a one-week extension of time to April 22, 2019 to respond to the Motion to Request Commission Relief with Regard to BNSF’s Provision of Signal Estimate and Schematic Diagram with Modified Advance Preemption Calculation filed by the City of Louisville (Louisville) on April 1, 2019 is granted.

2. BNSF is granted until April 22, 2019 to file its response to Louisville’s Motion to Request Commission Relief with Regard to BNSF’s Provision of Signal Estimate and Schematic Diagram with Modified Advance Preemption Calculation.

3. The Commission retains jurisdiction to enter further decisions as necessary.
