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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions
1. On April 29, 2019, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service 
or the Company) filed Advice Letter No. 946 – Gas alongside a motion for Commission approval of an alternative form of notice and waiver of response time (Motion). By Advice Letter No. 946 – Gas, the Company seeks to revise the General Rate Schedule Adjustment (GRSA) in its Colorado P.U.C. No. 6 – Gas tariff. 
2. Public Service proposes to lower the GRSA to 16.04 percent from 24.19 percent in accord with the refund conditions set forth in its recent Phase 1 gas rate case.
  The decrease will refund a total of $16,454,735 to ratepayers.  The proposed effective date of the change is June 1, 2019.
3. Public Service seeks approval to provide notice of the proposed tariff changes using the following alternative forms of notice: 

(a)
filing the advice letter with the Commission, and keeping it open for public inspection; and
(b)
publishing a legal notice (attached to the Motion) in The Denver Post.

4. Public Service states the proposed form of notice is the same as approved for many of its prior advice letter filings. It seeks approval of this alternative form of notice to avoid incurring the expense entailed in the other forms of statutory notice.  Public Service indicates it will go forward with this alternative form of notice but will provide additional notice if required by this Decision.

5. As good cause to grant the Motion, Public Service contends the newspaper notice will provide the required information regarding the proposed change to the public. 
6. Pursuant to § 40-3-104(1)(c)(I)(D), C.R.S., and 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1207(b) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, a utility may request to provide an alternative form of notice of proposed tariff changes. We find the alternative form of notice proposed by Public Service to apply to Advice Letter No. 946 – Gas is reasonable with respect to the Company’s stakeholders and its general body of gas ratepayers, and is less expensive than other forms of statutory notice. We therefore find good cause to grant the alternative form of notice as requested by Public Service.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion for Approval of Alternative Form of Notice filed on April 29, 2019, by Public Service Company of Colorado, requesting approval of an alternative form of notice to apply to Advice Letter No. 946 – Gas, is granted.

2. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
