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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On March 28, 2019, Mile High Cab Inc., doing business as Mile High Cab (Mile High Cab), filed an Application to Suspend Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 55849.  The requested suspension is from March 28, 2019 through September 28, 2019.

2. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on April 1, 2019, for a period of ten days.

3. No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in this proceeding has been filed.  This proceeding is uncontested.  Under § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., this matter may be determined without a hearing.

4. In this request, Mile High Cab states that it is recently under new management. As required by recent changes of law, CPCN PUC No. 55849 has been amended to remove all language authorizing large-market taxicab service, pursuant to § 40-10.1-203(2)(c)(III), C.R.S., and the certificate now constitutes a devalued asset under the provisions of § 40-10.1-701(1)(b), C.R.S.
  Section 40-10.1-702, C.R.S., requires that a person obtain a permit, and not a certificate of public convenience and necessity, to operate large-market taxicab service.
 
5. For purposes of this unopposed application, particularly because Mile High Cab is under new management, we find suspension of CPCN PUC No. 55849 is appropriate. 

6. Further requests for a suspension of CPCN PUC No. 55849, if any, should explain why such suspension is necessary, particularly given that this certificate is a devalued asset under the provisions of § 40-10.1-701(1)(b), C.R.S., and that a permit, not a CPCN, is now required to operate large-market taxicab service pursuant to § 40-10.1-702, C.R.S.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. This application was deemed complete on April 24, 2019, within the meaning of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

2. The application filed by Mile High Cab Inc., doing business as Mile High 
Cab, for authority to suspend Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) 
PUC No. 55849 is granted, nunc pro tunc, from March 28, 2019 through September 28, 2019.
3. On September 29, 2019, CPCN PUC No. 55849 shall be administratively reactivated.
4. Prior to commencing operations pursuant to any authority authorized in a CPCN, Mile High Cab Inc., doing business as Mile High Cab, shall:  (a) cause proof of insurance 
or surety bond coverage to be filed with the Commission pursuant to Rule 6007, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6; (b) pay to the Commission the applicable vehicle identification fee for each vehicle to be operated under authority granted by the Commission; and, (c) ensure that an effective tariff is on file with the Commission, in compliance with applicable Commission rules.

5. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Decision.

6. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.

� Large-market taxicab service is defined as “indiscriminate passenger transportation for compensation in a taxicab on a call-and-demand basis, within and between points in the counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Broomfield, Denver, Douglas, El Paso, Jefferson, Larimer, and Weld, and between those points and all points within the state of Colorado, with the first passenger in the taxicab having exclusive use of the taxicab unless the passenger agrees to multiple loadings.” § 40-10.1-101(9.5), C.R.S.
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
